~ hn ' s , we had several applicants, we were very difficult to 
· ··~oose who was going to build these replicas of canoes, an old 
~i an hunting canoe. We kind of basically had a lotte ry. We've 
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~~en 10 children: two from St. Isidore's, two from St. John's, 
nd six from the Middle School, with two alternates that also 

oome from the Middle School. This program will be of no cost to 
·re Town. It will be run by a master boatbuilder from Bath, Maine 
oo runs this program up in Maine summer camps , and is also a master boat­
~ilder who builds boats 80, 90, 120 feet long . He will be arriving 
~re sometime the week of the 25th of March, and then these children 
: 25 hours will actually build a replica of a canoe, and we will 
uy to launch it that following Saturday down at Grangabel Park 
·o actually see the end result. This is a program that I think 
~ hope will be picked up by a local carpenter who can continue 
·~i s and we're pressing Bobby hard to find us somebody that ' s semi 
~ired or retired who would like to come out and work with our 
rut h. So with this, I would like to one , introduce Bobby Goodale 
:·,d ask him to come up-- the President of Riverhead Building Supply 
md who is supplying all the materials for this project and Linda 
:3rro is out here who is representing the Suffolk County National 
~~ who is putting up the money for us to pay this instructor to 
]~ down from Maine, and Eddie Hudgins, Director of the Town 
~reation Department who will really basically announce the names 
~r t he children who kind of won the right to participate in this 
~~ram . So if you will all come up, we'll get this project off 
~d s tarted. They will start a week from Saturday, is it not , 
~? Ed, why don't you go right to the microphone there? Bobby , 
:~ behalf of the Town Board and the Recreation Department, we 
~ely thank you for your support , and Linda, from the Suffolk 
~ooty National Bank. Now , you are going to meet the people who 
are going to take your generosity and maybe put it to work. " 

Ed Hudgins: "Okay. I 'd like to just say that I'm excited

Tom O ' Connor : "Tom O'Connor, of 902 Harrison Avenue, 
!Nerhead. Besides all the things that Charlotte Bauer here 
~ tioned , this block is a continuation crossing 58 at the high 
~ool , the middle school and the lower grade school. We do not 
~e a light on this corner , period. To get across can take you 
~etimes 10 to 15 minutes with the traffic . Most of the women 
(Harrison Avenue, to go to Waldbaums, which is half a mile

~d Two Bears' attorneys has not been fully addressed. It's over 
rix months and the people there are very concerned . One of the 
~ings that was stated by the Supervisor at the September 15th, 
~9 2, meeting was there 's a lot of bureaucracy, there ' s a lot of 
~d tape. This is going to take a long time. One of the members 
'f the Board stated , look we understand your situation, and we 
vant to cut through the red tape. So , we will communicate within 
~e Town so that we can address these problems as quickly as 
:,ossible. Some of the problems have been addressed and we are 
·appy and grateful that those problems were addressed and some 
J them were solved . But we're sitting here with what appears to 
:e a lack of communication between the Town Board and the Planning 
~ard . A few weeks ago , I was called up by the director of the 
:lanning Department and requested to have a meeting with some of 
~e Town ' s professionals and the Planning Board's Engineer. It 
as obvious from the meetings that were very hurriedly put to­
'ther and people could not all come because they didn ' t have 
ruch of a notice, 2 4 to 48 hours maximum, some less than one 
~y . It was obvious from the meetings that the feelings of the 
m~owners especially the people whose lots are affected here, 
~s not relayed to the new Planning Board's Engineer. And when 
t~ draft report by this Engineer was put to the Planning Board 
~o days later at the Thursday meeting , none of the discussions 
=~thad been carried out two days before, which obviously wasn't 
o~ugh time to put it in the report , were addressed. So 1t looks

We haven ' t had that meeting 
et . That ' s dated October 15th , 1992. The November 9th letter 
5ays: As to the pooling in your backyard , the Town has asked 
hat Lots 87 ,-- Lot 87 , be added to the elevation survey being 
xepared for Lots 85 and 86 . When that survey is completed , we 
.il l meet with you , your neighbors , and t h e Planning Board ' s 
~gineer to try to agree upon a mutually acceptable course of 
~t1on. Again , these are letters that the Town Attorney certainly 
.as gotten , and other members of the Town , yet we haven ' t had 
·hese meetings . And we need these meetings because we have to 
·~e a discussion on these meetings-- on the problems. And it ' s 
~t being addressed . I also would like to read from a contract , 
:et me pull it out . This is the contract between myself and Two 
~ars builders and each of the homeowners has a similar contract , 
nd it states changes. It's only one paragraph, I won't take 
:oo long . In building the house and performing other work at 
.ne premises , seller reserves the right with approval of RCDA , 
!l'lerhead Community Development , whatever it is, determine the 
location and design of the house, and make changes, substitutions 
:f materials or construction for items as set forth in the building 
~13.ns , providing any such changes are substantially similar or 
Df better quality are approved by the RCDA . Determine the 
}rading and landscaping of the lot to fit in the general pattern 
~f the development . Determine elevation and location of foundations 
.ncluding reversal of house layout , walks , driveways , and streets 
:o conform with topographical conditions . Fix the location and 
~tbacks of a house within the lot lines and determine whether 
:rees , shrubs or other plant life currently on the lot are to 
oe removed . What this points out in our contracts is that this 
i~ affordable housing project . The Town oversaw it for the 
~ate and also for the people here , the taxpayers . It points 
rut that the Town had to approve any changes in the topography . 
~1 1 , there were dramatic changes in the topography and there 
ias no communication to this new engineer that people there had 
trQblems , and he just looked at it as from , this is the way I 
~ee the land now and these are engineering solutions . But I 
~~ke to the Director of the Planning Department on many occasions 
and told him what some of the people wanted done on their lots , 
~~ecially the three lots , mine and my neighbor's, as far as the 
~pression that was created by the builder. Which basically adds 
~ to a sump without a fence . What I'm seeing here, is lack o f 
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co~unication and we need communication to get the right thing 
bne . That ' s one thing I ' d like to address the Town Board on. 
:do have something else I ' d like to speak about. Did you want 
:o say anything before I -- " 

Deputy Supervisor Gablenz : "Well , Dean, I would like to 
be able to call Rick up to the microphone so he can explain the 
~eet ing that was recently had with the engineer from the- - with 
the Planning Board so that we can get Rick's comments as to some 
of t he statements that you ' ve made ." 

Dean Terchunian : "Okay . I ' ll step back." 

Deputy Supervisor Gablenz : "Thank you ." 

Richard Hanley: "Good evening. I'm Richard Hanley , Planning 
lirector. I guess it was in the January meeting of 1993, the 
nanning Board recognized some of the problems at Bear Estates 
~lative to drainage on private lots and began the process of 
irecting its newly hired consulting engineer to help solve 
'!los e problems . We had a general discussion at our February 
nanning Board meeting where Mr . Raynor , who is the consulting 
mgineer , had done some field investigation and made a preliminary 
~oort to the Planning Board . At that time , there were a number 
:f owners from Bear Estates present and we offered to them the 
~portunity to come in and sit down with Mr . Raynor and myself 
~o talk about field conditions on individual lots. The intent 
of the Planning Board has always been to have its engineer do 
3pure engineering solution to the drainage first; to get infor-
at ion from property owners second ; and to then try to integrate 

:hose together to come up with a solution. The comment that the 
?lanning Board is not considering anything except for pure en­
~lneering is inappropriate . It ' s not true. The reason we had 
k . Terchunian in as well as his neighbors , was to get their in ­
~rmation so we could integrate these two things together . There 
.s no lack of communication between the Town Board and the Planning 
~ard. I think if you inspect the file , you'll see reams of 
~orrespondence and reams of minutes of meetings. It is the intent 
of a Planning Board to solve this problem . There are a number 
of solutions that can occur here , and what we are trying to do 
·8 to achieve the best solution. Dean has some atti t udes relative 
:o how this should be done on his particular property . And I 
~preciate that . And so does our eng1neer. But we are going 
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·o start with some data and some engineering analysis and atte mpt 
~ come to the solution that makes sense. Specifically what he's 
~lking about is a solution that involves over land drainage to 
~e street rather then having it piped from his property . In 
~~r to do that, it involves not just the creation of a swale 
on his property , but involves swales on others' property, per­
~ssions from other people , easements, and possibly a permission 
~om a neighboring property owner who has no subdivi sion. We 
~e going to take all these into account and at the last meeting 
of t he Riverhead Planning Board, the Board resolved its intent 
:o fully explore all solutions here and to come up with one 
?rior to releasing the bond on this project ." 

Deputy Supervisor Gablenz: "Thank you, Rick. They appreciate 
1t . I think that gives an explanation as to what is being done 
:nd it would appear from Rick ' s comments that the Planning Board 
is trying to address the matter and is trying to solve the 
:roblem . " 

Dean Terchunian: "I agree that the Planning Board is 
~dressing the problem at this time and will put its bes t foot 
~rward to try to resolve in a reasonable manner. The point 
~hat I was making, which is not at all what Rick mentioned that 
:said, was that there appears from the homeowne r's point of 
view, to be a lack of communication in a directive from the Town 
~ard to the Planning Board to address this situation. Now, 
:his engineer was hired after the last engineer was put in jail." 

Deputy Supervisor Gablenz : "Mr. Terchunian, but that has 
nothing to do with the projects and the Town of Riverhead."

~1x weeks before this Planning Board meeting , I called up Mr . 
~nley and asked him what was going on . And he told me exactly 
iliat was stated to me at the meeting with the engineer , and I 
aid to him, but, Rick, that's nothing about what we ' ve discussed 
iS far as what the homeowners feel should be the solution or a 
~ssible solution. Why doesn't that be taken into consideration 
;o we can speed this thing along . It's going on month after 
~nth after month. We're continuing having flooding in my yard 
md I know other people ' s yards , and the question I'm putting 
:orth is, there seems to be a lack of communication because it ' s 
·aKen so long. And I understand that the Town has processes it 
~st go through . I'm asking why is it taking so long? And 
~at 's all I'd like to say about that topic. I have one other 
~pic I 'd like to address the Town Board on. That is the con­
titions of the house or the houses out there. I know that the 
twn has received many letters from the people of Bears Estates 
1ating they have problems with their houses. And I know that 
·.any of the problems have been addressed , sometimes in a band-
lid approach , and others in a proper approach. I have shown 
~at I have a building code violation in my house, which is the 
flas hing that we've spoken about before. Since then, other 
~ople have taken apart their stoops and they have found no 
1ashing , no tarpaper , and wood starting to rot . What I'm 
~ett ing to is an article that was in the News Review several 
~eks back, where the reporter tried to get a hold of the Building 
:nspector that inspected all those homes out there. I ' ve mentioned 
~is name many times here at the Town Board. What they were told 
~s that Building Inspector was no longer a Building Inspecto r 
-~ause he did not pass the tests that were required to become 
dBuilding Inspector. Correct me if I 'm wrong on that, please ." 

Councilman Prusinowski: "Dean, I think we're going to ha ve 
~o stop right here for a second . I'll tell you why. I revie wed 
~st of the files, you know , I've b e en v e ry involved in your case . 
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:'m sitting here very patiently. We're going to solve those 
roblems , okay? First of all, this is a contract that was signed 
~tween the property owners and Two Bears , and we just got a 
litified letter yesterday on some windows and I gave it to Bobby 
~odale out there, and it's my understanding that they sent a 
~esponse back immediately to the homeowners that the manufacturer 
.s going to come out and correct that problem and if not, some-
oody is going to have to replace those windows. We have-- we ' re 
·racking every complaint that has come in from the property owners . 
~' re doing our best at the Town government level to put the 
rressure on the builder to rectify these problems. We've offered 
~ney back guarantees on the home. In other words, we ' ll give 
~u your money back. You can ' t make a profit. According to 
~ur contract, which is your sellout clause in your contract , 
~1ch I understand we have one in there-- we ' ll give you your 
~ney back. If you are not satisfied with your house, Andrea 
~s informed me that we have a waiting list of people who would 
~ve to get into affordable housing. Now , you ' ve been on television 
~:ore and you 're going on and on and on. That's great. And 
e try to correct these problems. Okay? We're tracking the 
~oblems . I invite the press to review the files. I invite 
~e press to inspect every piece of paper. In fact, they can 
~ne in and follow me after the meeting. We 'l l look at the 
files and most of the complaints have been addressed. Some have 
mt . I came out to your situation and I agree with you , I gave 
~u a hard time one night. I came and you were right and I was 
.:tn enough. I said you're right and I showed up and we 're going 
·- we've made an arrangement and it's going to be followed 
~rough . You know, you can go on and on about these things, 
~e homeowners have written the builder, the Town is trying to 
mt the pressure on to resolve the problems. There is a New 
~rk State Warranty that everybody , regardless of whether you 
.ive in Two Bears or you live in Aqua Park or Roanoke Heights, 
ilierever you live, you build a house , the State provides you 
~th a warranty . You might have to come down to , in some cases , 
t~t individual property owners are going to have to sue the 
ouilder for non - performance ." 

Dean Terchunian: "Victor-- " 

Councilman Prusinowski: "You know-- so if you want to say 
:~ Town did wrong, fine . If you want to say that the officials 
lsmanaged this, fine. You ' ve said it for six months now. That' s 
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great, it's on the record. Wonderful . If you want to not live 
there anymore, please see us after the meeting. We' 11 make that 
arrangement. I told you we would do the buyout clause 1n your 
~ontract along with any other person. I mean, this is America. 
roo can't even buy a car today-- you buy a car and sign a lease, 
~u drive it out the door and you have problems with the car, 
the manufacturer very rarely gives your money back. Okay? They 
JJght try to fix it. They' 11 fix the warranty. If the product 
1as a warranty-- like an automobile , like a $30,000 automobile. 
~'retrying to rectify this problem. I'm going to tell you 
romething. And every day this staff spends time on Two Bears. 
~ery single day I'm in this building. Every single day I'm in 
~his building and the Town Attorney and the Planning Department 
:s working on this problem. Every single day. In fact, today 
re 're working on it again because we got the letter on the 
:ert if ied-- I got in touch with Bobby Goodale . We're doing it . 
~ are going to get the thing done . If the windows are defective , 
:~y are going to be fixed. Also, I want to state for t he record, 
:~re were hundreds of changes in these homes which were in 
1110lat ion of that contract , which were not run through the 
~Gmmunity Development Office which we know about that were done 
.ithout our approval. So it works both ways. Nobody ' s runn1ng 
around and saying , well , you added this on to the house without 
tre approval of the Town, and you had this wall moved. Fine . 
It was done. Everybody's satisfied with. So the sword cuts 
t~ ways here, too. I wasn't on the Board when this thing was 
vot ed on . But I' 11 take full responsibility for it as one 
~mber to make sure that the property owners get their fair 
stare and the taxpayers. Also, there's taxpayers out there who 
subsidize each lot with approximately $25,000. Which is great 
hec ause you were afforded the opportunity to own the American 
dre am . A lot of other middle c l ass families in this Town have 
~o go to the closing and put the deposit down and pay all the 
c~os ing costs . And it's expensive. I went through it. It's 
avery expensive process . Have to pay for the property . Pay 
~~ the house . Do everything. In some of the closings, just 
for the record , a lot of people showed up without attorneys and 
the Town Attorney had to constantly remind people that, hey I ' rn 
~he Town Attorney. I ' m representing the Town . I'm not representing 
your interests . We recommend that you go out and get your own 
attorney to buy a house. Some people couldn't afford it . We 
~nderstand that ." 
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Dean Terchun ian : "Victor , I' d l i k e to respond to what you 
said . I appreciate all the help that you have , and the effort 
that you ' ve put i n, and I' ve never said anything otherwise of 
you and Mr. Stark who , I know have both put effort into correcting 
these proble ms . What I 'm pointing out is , it ' s taken a long 
tJme . " 

Councilman Prusinowski : "And it ' s a very frustrating 
thing . You k now why it ' s taken a long time? Becau se it invol ves 
~ney . And any t i me you have to convince people to spend e xtra 
roney on anyth ing . I' ve been in sales for 15 years and any time 
~u have a sal e and you are arguing about the price , or the 
credit , and t h is and t h at , it ' s a hassle . There ' s no question . 
It ' s an argument . An d t h ese things tak e time to work out and 
~u have to f o l low a logical process . And in some cases when 
~ 've seen the file , they showed up at the house . There was a 
:11stake or t h ere was a problem and it was corrected because the 
~i lder k new they were wrong . And they have to correct it. 
md what ' s go i ng to happen with these windows? Bobby Goodale 
~s stood out there right now and they are going to work it out . 
Piverhead Building Supply who supplied 90% of the materials for 
~he pro j ect . " 

Dean Te r c h u n ian : "I understand about the windows and 
:hat 1 s one o f the t h ings that is finally being addressed , and 
I appreciate Mr . Goodale ' s efforts from his corporation . January 
~th I stated to the Town Board that I had seen an article about 
~o Bears b u i l ders breaking up their company and you said to me 
~hat you don ' t have to worry about that because we 1 ve got the 
~nd on this drain age . You ' re right that we do have t he bond 
on the drainage , but if this company dissolves , which it appears 
lo be dissolv i ng at this moment , the homeowners there are in 
a real tough situation ." 

Counci lman P rusinowsk i: "As far as we know , they are not 
h ssolving at this mo ment. They are still active . They are 
st i l l in t h e bui l ding business and they respond. In fact , for 
example , your next door neighbor called up and said please take 
~t the catchbasin out of my backyard . I want it out of here . 
:s i t out of t h e r e? "
