At that time, those of you who may have attended, saw
that there were certain maps that delineated areas along Long
Island Sound and the Peconic Bay, which would be affected by
this particular legislation. We have put on official notice
that the Federal Process whereby these rules and regulations
come into effect has begun and within 90 days of the publication
of the notices by the Federal Agencies which will be cccurring .
next week. You must protest, if you choose not if you have some
reason to prove that you are not in a flood plain area and we
are saying in this resolution we are delegating the authority
to examine such appeals to the Conservation Advisory Council."
