Police Chief Grodski rendered the following r eport on the aforesaid Petition: 
"The petition in question indicates that the intersection of Peconic Bay Blvd. 

and Washington Avenue in the hamlet of South Jamesport is a ver y dangerous inter­
section. 

Thi s intersection like many others in our Town is a dangerous intersection. 
The reques t for proper signs, warnings, etc. has been applied in the past years 
and we have even painted the word STOP on the paved surface whe r e the STOP was 
applicable. However, when the road was resurfaced, the painting was not r estored. 

When this Petition was submitted to the Town Board, I studied the r ecords 
of the Riverhead Town Police Department pertaining to accidents which occurred at 
that location and since January 1, 1971 to date, this is what the records reveal: 

1. Up until the latter part of August, six accidents have taken place at this 
intersection. Four were two-car or multiple accidents, two were car versus tree. 
Four had injuries, two had no injuries and tre:re were no fatalities. All had prope rty 
damage. 

This is only a block away from another intersection known as South James­
port Avenue and Peconic Bay Blvd. which is just East of that. At that intersection, 
the accidents far exceed this intersection. 

2. Also in the same period of time the intersection of Union A venue and 
Northville Turnpike has a record of six fatals in the past three years. It is not 
obstructed by buildings or trees. Yet nothing has been done by the County to put 
a signal light there. 

You can have full stop signs and traffic signals and there is no assurance 
that motorists will abide by the law. They go through full stop signals as well as 
red lights. " 

Chief Grodski made the following recommendations to amend Ordinance 
No. 3 - Traffic and Parking. 

'To create a "four-way stop" at this intersection. This is permissible by the 
State and is recommended for a residential area 

Currently this intersection is posted or it was until the Supervisor observed 
that a couple of signs were removed. 

As a four-way stop to prevent further accidents STOP lines have been paint­
ed and the word STOP has been painted. 

The signs have been adjusted and relocated to a more effective range. 
I have talked to several residents in the area and requested they remove 

foliage near the intersection to improve range of vision. One has complied. 
I feel my recommendations if given time will prove their worth with proper 

enforcement. 
One lady from the area called me and asked who had the right-of-way if 

everyone stops. The highest courts have ruled nobody has the right-of-way on the 
highway. I told her a little highway courtesy will resolve it. "

Supervisor Leonard asked if anyone wished to be heard and the following

William Haugaard, Esq. , Wading River, talked to the Board about the r e ­
cent change in equalization rates. 

Mr. Haugaard cited figures and said the Supervisor being the Chief Fiscal 
Officer of the Town has the sole primary responsibility to protect the interests of 
the people against inequitable equalization rates. 



PERSONAL APPEARANCES 
Mr. Haugaard further stated that the hearing was set for April Sth, 1973 

and no one appeared on behalf of the Town at that hearing. 
Mr. Haugaard read from a prepared statement which he filed with the 

rown Clerk. 
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Wickham Tyte, representing the Riverhead Town Conservative Party 
talked to the Board about the Gershow's Auto Wreckers proposal at the Town' Dump. 

Mr. Tyte spoke his opposition to the proposal and recommended that the 
Board forget the whole thing. 

Mr. Tyte also stated that if the Board granted the Permit, there would be a 
fl!ition circulated for a permissive referendum. 

Supervisor Leonard recessed the meeting to hold a Public Hearing.

Supervisor Leonard declared the hearing open and asked if anyone wished 
to be heard.

Report of the Riverhead Conservation Advisory Council: After meeting with 
representatives from Photocircuits Division, the Council formed the following con­
elusion: 

"The Riverhead Conservation Advisory Council feels that approval by the 
Town Board of the '(resent Photocircuits application for a special permit would not 
be harmful to the environment of Riverhead. From an environmental standpoint, 
we recommend approval of the application. " Filed 
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PUBLIC HEARING COMMUNICATIONS - continued: 
Jeanne Merkel, Owner-Director, Pine Tree Day Nursery, Inc., (Mother 

of nine children) submitt~d c?mmunication advising that her two brothers have 
JJeen employed by Photoc1rcmts for several years and both have risen to positions 
of responsibility and provide an excellent living for their families. The company 
provides an excellent training program and will provide excellent opportunities for 
our young people. Filed. 

Robert L. Tooker, Esq. representing Photocircuits Division of the Koll­
morgen Corp. , addressed the Board and said: 

(First called attention to the seat he was using and said it was in need of 
repair). 

They propose to build an electronics manufacturing facility on the west 
side of West Lane, Aquebogue. 

Will employ 140 people initially and after a year's operation 300 people and 
eventually 700 people. 

The site has been owned by Photocircuits since the end of 1966. They have 
been throughout Suffolk County and throughout the Town of Riverhead and every­
where they were met with cooperation and understanding and lots of questions. 

Met with the Town Board twice, the Planning Board, Superintendents of the 
Water and Sewer Districts, Chief of Police, Supt. of Central School Dist. #2, Fire 
Chief, Conservation Advisory Council, The Suffolk County Environmental Control 
Agency, Mr. Roberts, Chamber of Commerce, Town Building Inspector and the 
Supervisor. 

Photocircuits needs the facility ready for manufacturing at the end of 1974, 
and in or de r to do that they must commence construction this year and get their 
footings in before the frost. 

They have enjoyed wonderful cooperation from the Town Board and all 
agencies. 

Mr. Tooker said there are representatives of Photocircuits here this 
evening who will be glad to answer any questions that anyone might have. 

Mr. Tooker concluded with the expressed hope that the Town Board will 
give thi s application its favorable consideration. 

Wickham Tyte said Riverhead needs industry that will employ this many 
people and asked if local people would qualify and be favored for jobs to help al­
leviate unemployment and make a better payment for Riverhead. 

Mr. Butter, Project Engineer replied to Mr. Tyte. "We expect that we 
will bring from our present facility about 10% of the people such as Supervisors 
and people that are skilled. Our intention is to train the people that are here to 
do the job. We are just not going to hire anybody - only people that can do the 
job - either skilled or can give some indication that they can be trained. We don't 
hire drunkards for example or drug users. We will hire people from this area or 
people from surrounding communities. " 

Kenneth Ross: "You speak of hiring 700 people and the question is, are 
ther e 700 employable people within the area or will you take employable people 
from somewhere else?" 
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PUBLIC HEARING - continued: 
Mr. Butter: "We checked with the Suffolk County Department of Labor and 

were told this LabOr area will be very good to us - also the Employment Service 
on west Main Str~et and they said there are people who work seasonally that would 
Jike to work full t1me and there are people who live here and commute somewhere 
else. Fiverhead has a population of 25,000 and 700 people will not swamp the labor 
market. People from Greenport, Mattituck and Sag Harbor might want to come in 
here too. " 

Paul Meyer said he was a Senior Citizen and is presently employed and 
asked if he could get a job if he was qualified - regardless of age. 

Mr. Butter said they have about 20 people employed who are over 74 and 
an engineer who was 78 years old just recently retired. 

John P. Riesdorph said there won't be any more complaints about broken 
seats in the meeting room when we get our new Town Hall. (The audience roared). 

No one else wishing to be heard and no further communications having been 
received thereto, Supervisor Leonard declared the Hearing closed and re-opened 
the meeting. 

RESOLUTIONS 
Supervisor Leonard asked for resolutions at this time and called on Coun­

cilman Young. 
Councilman Young made the following statement: 
"I would like to talk a little about Town Law Section 60 which is changing 

the Town Board to four ( 4) Councilmen and putting the 2 Justices as just Justices. 
Now in January I introduced a motion calling for a public hearing to consider this. 
It was s econded by Mr. Leonard and the others voted against it. Then in April 
I again introduced this resolution and the same thing happened. This was just 
calling for a public hearing for this change in government and the vote went the 
same way. Then at that meeting a Committee was appointed, not by the Super­
visor, but by some of the members of the Town Board and the Committee was 
asked to look into the advisability of doing this and there was some question as to 
whethe r or not it was legal but the Committee went and did it. 

This Town Board is thankful for any help we can get from anybody so I am 
not criticizing the Committee. 

The Committee was formed on March 20th. then on April 17th I made a final 
attempt. There was no recommendation as yet from the Committee. I assumed I 
knew what the recommendations would be and made a final attempt and was turned 
down. I didn't do it again because the resolution has to be completed 150 days be­
fore the next Town Election. That would have had to be in June in time for a pub­
lic hearing, so the people could talk and discuss it before we did anything. 

Then, last week, the Committee came back with a report - here's a copy 
of the report and I will read a synopsis of it. It first explains the Law and it tells 
that they called the Association of Towns and they had no information concerning 
the number of second class Towns that had done this. They went to Easthampton 
and Southampton. 
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RESOLUTIONS -continued: 
Southampton being a second class Town had to do it and Easthampton did it and 
·s finding it works pretty well. Easthampton Justice Court has a big business in 
:he summer time w~ere Riverhead_'s is more or less evenly distributed through-
out the year. Then 1t goes on to pve the advantages - the position of Town Justices 
is becoming more demanding - among the more primary reasons for the instigation 
of this is that potential conflict when a Town Justice makes a law then he has to go 
out and enforce the law or sit in judgment on the law and it might help eliminate 
Town Justices by making them more legal. 

The disadvantages are that its going to cost the Town $9400 twice the sal­
ary of two Councilmen and Town Justices are important sources of information to 
the Board 

In conclusion the Committee has attempted to set forth the major advan­
tages and disadvantages of changing the composition of the Town Board. We hope 
this will be of assistance to the Board in their determination as to whether they will 
exercise the option. They didn't come up with a recommendation but enclosed a 
resolution that the Town of Easthampton used 

Today I read a copy of Suffolk Life and I found that it is now in the platform 
of the Republican Party to do this and this morning Mr. Grodski in Executive Ses­
sion came up with the same resolution that Easthampton had. 

Actually this is something that I favor but if we pass this resolution tonight 
it doesn't become effective until 150 days before the next general election, which 
will be a year from next November. In the meantime it is subject to a permissive 
referendum. 

Now, I don't want to repeat what Wickham Tyte said about a permissive 
referendum in connection with the selling of the Dump, but it is an expensive thing 
and something that has to come from the people to the Board. The Board can have 
a Hearing but can't initiate a referendum, and I still feel there is plenty of time to 
have a hearing on this. Let the people know about this before we pass the r esolu­
tion asking for this change. 

However, I intend to read my resolution for a public hearing and I will set 
it for October 16th, 1973 if Mr. Grodski wants to introduce the resolution I will go 
along with that. '' 

Councilman Young offered the following resolution which was seconded by 
Supervisor Leonard. 

RESOLVED, That the Town Board of the Town of Riverhead, Suffolk County, 
New York, will hold and conduct a public hearing on the 16th day of October, 1973, 
at 8:00 P.M. , prevailing time, at 220 Roanoke Avenue, Riverhead, New York, for 
the purpose of considering the following: 

· BE IT RESOLVED, That the Town Board of the Town of Riverhead, Suffolk 
County, New York, Acting pursuant to the provisions of Section 60-a of the Town 
Law of the State of New York, hereby determines that from and after January 1st, 
1975, Town Justices in, of and for such Town shall no longer be members of the 
Town Board thereof, and that from and after January 1st, 1975, the membership 
of the Town Board of the Town of Riverhead, Suffolk County, New York, shall con­
sist of the Town Supervisor and four Town Councilmen, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That in order to achieve a Town Board con­
sisting of the Supervisor and four Town Councilmen, there shall be elected at the 
biennial town election to be held in such town on November 5th, 197 4, two additional 
town councilmen, in the following manner: 



RESOLUTION - continued: 
One town councilman for a term of office of two years, such term 
to begin on January 1st, 1975, and to expire on December 31, 1976; 

One town councilman for a term of office of four years, such term 
to begin on January 1st, 1975, and to expire on December 31st, 1978, 
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and, 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That from and after the biennial town elec­

tion to be held on November 5th, 1974, the term of office of all town councilmen 
of the Town of Riverhead, Suffolk County, New York, shall be four years, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That in accordance with the aforesaid Sec­
tion 60-a of the Town Law of the State of New York, from and after January 1st, 
1975, Town Justices in the Town of Riverhead, Suffolk County, New York, shall 
exercise only such powers and be subject to only such duties, responsibilities and 
liabilities as are and shall be prescribed by law with respect to town justices of 
a town of the first class and shall not be or constitute members of the town board 
of such town. 

The foregoing resolution is subject to permissive referendum as provided 
in Article 7 of the Town Law of the State of New York. 

FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Town Board of the Town of Riverhead, 
Suffolk County, New York, authorizes the Town Clerk to publish Notice of Public 
Hearing in the October 4th, 1973 issue of the News-Review, the official newspaper 
of the Town of Riverhead, and a copy of such Notice be posted on the sign board 
maintained by the Town Clerk. 

Any person desiring to be heard on the aforesaid proposal should appear 
at the time and place specified. 

The vote, Councilman Young, Yes, Councilman Grdoski, Yes, Town Justice 
Leonard, Yes, Town Justice Costello, Absent, and Supervisor Leonard, Yes. 

The resolution was thereupon declared duly adopted. 

Councilman Grodski offered the following r esolution which was seconded 
by Town Justice Leonard. 

RESOLVED, That pursuant to the provisions of Section Sixty-a of the Town 
Law as amended by Chapter 642 of the Laws of 1972, the Town Board of the Town 
of Riverhead hereby determines that as of January l, 1975, the Town Justices shall 
not be members of the Town Board and the membership of such Board shall consist 
of a Town Supervisor and four Town Councilman. Said Councilmen to be elected 
in conformance with the provisions set forth in said section.Sixty-a as amended, 
at the general election to be held in November of 1974. 

This resolution is adopted subject to permissive referendum and the Town 
Clerk is directed to publish and post notice of adoption as required by law. 

Councilman Young made the following comment on the vote, "I don't think 
we should adopt this until after we have heard from the people of the Town. We 
are going to have a public hearing in 4 weeks and we've got one year and one month 
to implement the thing - it's long enough pregnancy for any type of Town Law and 
voted. "No", Councilman Grodski, Yes, Town Justice Leonard, Yes, Superviso~ 
Leonard made the following comment: "There is no question that we want Councll­
matic government - I just don't feel like playing politics, and voted "Yes". 

The resolution was thereupon declared duly adopted.

RESOLUTION 
GRANTING NON-NUISANCE 

INDUSTRY - SPECIAL PERMIT 

WHEREAS, The Town Board of the Town of Riverhead, Suffolk County, New 
York, has caused all matters and things to be done which are required by the Town 
Law and other statutes made and provided in connection with the issuance of a Non­
Nuisance Industry Special Permit for the Construction of an Electronics Manufactur­
ing Facility in accordance with Article II, Section 209A 2f, and Article I, Section 
102 (45 ) of the Town Ordinance No. 26 of the Town of Riverhead, known as the "Zon­
ing Ordinance of the Town of Riverhead, Suffolk County, New York". 

WHEREAS, The Town Board of the Town of Riverhead has considered the 
Petition of Kollmorgen Corporation, Photocircuits Division dated the 29th day of 
August, 1973, and has decided it was in the public interest to call a Public Hearing 
pursuant to Article I, Section 102 ( 45) of said Ordinance and in accordance with the 
New York Town Law, Section 265, to consider the issuance of said Non-Nuisance 
Industry Special Permit. 

WHEREAS, Such hearing was held pursuant to notice duly given at a meeting 
of the Town Board in the Town Hall, 220 Roanoke Avenue, Riverhead, New York, on 
Tuesday , September 18th, 1973, at which all persons desiring to be heard in favor 
of the issuance of said Non-Nuisance Industry Special Permit and those desiring to 
be heard in opposition thereto were given an opportunity to be heard, and thereafter 
the Public Hearing was closed and decision reserved. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Town Board of the Town of 
Riverhead that the Town Board of the Town of Riverhead does hereby grant a Non­
Nuisance Industry Special Permit authorizing the construction of an Electronics 
Manufacturing Facility on the site bounded and described as follows: 

COMMENCING at a point located in the westerly line of West Lane 
where the northerly line of land now or formerly of E. Brietenbach 

and the southerly line of land of the Kollmorgen Corporation inter­
sects the westerly line of West Lane and from said point or place 
of beginning running thence South 70 degrees 37 minutes 30 seconds, 
West along the northerly line of land now or formerly of E. Brieten­
bach, a distance of 300.

64 feet to a 
concrete monument; thence along lands formerly of Frank Pelis, North 
7 degrees 41 1 30" East 1496. 82 feet; and thence at right angles to the last 
course 247. 66 feet to the point or place of beginning. 

ALL persons desiring to be heard on the proposed special permit should 
appear at the time and place specified. 

The vote, Councilman Young, Yes, Councilman Grodski, Yes, Town Justice 
Leonard, Yes, Town Justice Costello, Absent, and Supervisor Leonard, Yes. 

The resolution was thereupon declared duly adopted. 

Town Justice Leonard offered the following resolution which was seconded 
by Councilman Grodski. 

RESOLVED, That Harry H. Fleischman be and is hereby hired as Consul­
tant for the purpose of extending taxes for 1974 from the Tax Assessment Rolls 
for the Supervisor.

The resolution was thereupon declared duly adopted.
