NEW BUSINESS 
Councilman Grodski addr essed the Super visor and members of the Town Board 

and made the following s tatement: 
"Over the past few year s and especia lly during the past few weeks I have be­

come quite disturbed over the disclosures of the many conflicts of interest and im ­
moral activities of an increasing number of public officials and employees . 

In this regar d - I think it is time now - for us here in Riverhead to enact a 
strong local Code of Ethics - which would cover such areas as conflicts of interest, 
general conduct of public officials and employees, a disclosure act , etc . 

To date -I have taken it upon myself to secure a few model Codes of this 
natur e a nd for m ulated an outline of such a Code specifically for use here in Riverhead. 

At this time, Mr. Supervisor, I would appreciate it if you would allow me to 
continue and carr y this project to its logical conclusion. To do this I would like to 
formula te a committee composed of citizens from various segments of our community 
to wor k with m e to complete the draft of such a code to be presented to this Board, 
hopefully, f or adoption. 11 (End) 

Supervisor Vojvoda stated that this pr oposal is in accordance to one offered 
by Patricia T ormey, Chairman of the Zoning Board of Appeals at the last meeting of 
the Board and s uggested t o Councilman Gr odski that he assign Mrs. Tormey to this 
Committee. 

After a short discus sion, the Town Boar d gave Councilman Grodski its unani ­
mous approval to for mula te a Committee on the aforementioned matter . ·
