PROOF OF PUBLICATION CALLING SAID HEARING WAS ORDERED FILED . 
SUPERVISOR LEONARD DECLARED THE HEARING OPEN TO ANYONE WISHING 

TO BE HEARD IN FAVOR OF OR OBJECTING TO THE GRANTING OF SAID BUS 

FRANCHISE . 
STANLEY CoRWIN, EsQ., ATTORNEY FOR LoNG IsLAND TRANSIT SYSTENS, 

INC., AND ftR. RoBERT BROWN, ITS PRESIDENT, APPEARED BEFORE THE

THEY STATED THAT DURING THE RECENT RAILROAD STRIKE, 4674
