WORK AT HIS HOnE ON WEST ffAIN STREETJ TOOK A TAXI TO THE LONG ISLAND 
FERT I L I ZER AND PRODUCE ConPANY ON ffARCY AVENUE AND SHE WAS CHARGED 
A F ARE OF $2 . 75 . HE FELT THAT SHE WAS GROSSLY OVERCHARGED FOR THIS 
TRIP . 

HE STATED THAT HE DIDN 1 T KNOW WHETHER THE ToWN BOARD HAD THE 
POWER TO REGULATE TAXI OPERATIONS WITHIN THE ToWNJ AND THAT ALTHOUGH 
NO TAX I ORDINANCE WAS IN EFFECT IN THE TOWNJ THIS PROBLEn SHOULD BE 
SERIOUS LY CONSIDERED .
