Mr . Daigle from the Philbrick St,Pr h Company tn Ri nrhead 
appeared before the Board relative to the discharge of wqste from 
this plant. He requested permission to discharge potato wash water into 
a storm sower pipe which emptiPs into the Peconic River. This 
potato wash water to go through settlin~ tanks at this plq~t bAfore 
being emptied into the storm sewer pipe. 

Permission was also requesterl to discharge potato protein waste 
into the sewer system after settlin~ tank treatment at thP. plant 
~nd also to dump potato waste sludpe ~t thA Town dump.
