3hall determine . The Supervisor is hereby authorized to prescribe 
the form or such note vrhicn shall be substantially in compliance 



th the form prescribed in the Local .F'inanc~ Law. The Superviso r 
hereby authorized to sell such note at private sale in accordance with 
licable statutes . 

Section 4. lt is hereby determined that subdivision 21 (a) 
para P" raph a of Sectj on 11.00 of the Local r'inance Law applies to 
aforesaid object or purpose and that the period of probable 

efulness therf'of is 30 years.
