Minutes of a special Meeting of the Town Board held on October 29 1947 
mi nutes of a regular meeting held on November 5, 1947 and minutes of ~ ' 
budget hearing held on November 6, 1947 were read and on motion and vote 
were duly adopted. 

Notice of public hearing on the question of labor camps in the Town 
of Riverhead was read. 

Proof of publication of the above notice was submitted to the Board 
and on motion and vote was ordered placed on file. 

Supervisor Kelly thereupon declared the hearing open and anyone who 
, wish ed could be heard at that time. 

Mr. Andrew Nabor addressed the Board and asked the Clerk to read some 
newspaper clippings showing various arrests of migrant laborers. 

Mr. LeAiter ~. ~m!tt, Attorney, representing· the Wading River Civic 
Asso ciatl'd'ii~~sta't~~oy-l'lat they are opposed to the establishment of migratory 
camps . in - the whole Town and especially in the vicinity of Wading River. 

Mr. Walter Stark addressed the Board and outlined in detail the difficul­
t ies that the business of agriculture has in obtaining adequate help to 
harvest and process the various crops for market. Speaking for his company, 
he said that it was always their policy,and is now,to hire all local help, 
but if it is impossible, it must be obtained elsewhere. He said that agri­
cul t ure has trebled in the last few years ·and everyone knows the importance 
of Agriculture to the Town of Riverhead. He stated that agriculture needs 
seasonal laborers and if there is any other way to obtain them, he would 
be very glad to listen. 

Mr. George CUshman addressed the Board stating that the matter of pro­
Viding migratory labor for the agricultural business warrants everybody's 
honest consideration. He said that hie Company has always gtven~preference 
to local labor but they just cannot get it and therefore have to obtain 
llli gratory help. He said that we have always had migratory labor and under 
the present conditions it will be necessary to import labor for some years 
to come. He stated that,isn't it better to house this migrant labor under 
sanitary conditions and under supervision rather than in little shacks here 
and there. He said that approximately 2500 cars are loaded at Calverton

which means that approximately 1,000,000 bags are handled at a total gross 
i ncome of about $2,000,000.00 of which $90,000.00 is paid to migratory 
help, most of which is spent locally. He outlined in detail how they 
have tried to solve the labor problem in every other way but with little 
success. 

Mr. John Doroski addressed the Board and stated that Calverton is a 
fine locality to live and he hopes that it will be kept that way. He asked 
the question "How can a migratory camp be controlled". He said that they 
start alright with about 30 or 40- laborera but before anyone knon it, it 
becomes eo big that no one can atop it. He again asked " Does anyone want 
a migratory camp near their home". 

Mr. Walte~ Stark addressed the Board ana said that their would be no 
increase in the School population. 

Mr. Marshall Rogers addressed the Board and aai d that you just can­
not hold any labor camp• down. He said that migratory laborers do not 
spend their money wisely, therefore in order to have the proper law en­
forcement it would coat the town a lot of money. He suggested that every 
one who needs extra help to house their own and if prices are met, it 
will t ake care of the ai tuation. · 

Mr. George Cushman stated that he is very sympathetic to those who 
oppose migratory labor but yet the labor problem is here, and the farmers 
have a great stake in this situation. 

Mr . Treadwell Cheshire addressed the Board and outlined •a aetail the 
troubl es there are at Calverton with the migratory help. He said that 
Stat e Troopers were called quite often and sometimes two or th~ee times 
over t he week end. 

Mr s George Hackal addressed the Board and said that since she has be­
come Po stmistress of the Calverton Post Office, she moved it near the 
R~l Road Station and now since there are so many migratory laborers, it 
i en 't a safe place to be. 

Mr . Myron Cheshire addressed the Board and said that people traveling 
by train are afraid to get off M' 1ae •~ead:u at Calverton at night be­
cause of this situation. They get off at another station and drive back. 
He sai d that he knows of other people who house migrants but they place 
them away from the center of villages or conjested places. He did not 
kno why they had to have it in the middle of Calverton.

Yr. Fred Foersh of River Road,Calverton addressed the~and stated that 

he had some visitera a few weeks ago and when they got off the train, many 
of these migrants were sitting around the depot drinking beer, which made 
a very bad impression on his visitors of which he was not very proud. He 
suggested that they should be placed away from the conjested areas. 

No one else wishing to be heard, the hearing was declared closed. 

On motion made by Justice Warner and seconded by Justice Yousik it 
as resolved that the amount of the bond of the Receiver of Taxes for the 



year 1947-48 be fixed at $25,000.00. The resolution was adopted by the 
unanimous vote of the Board. 

On motion made by Justice Zaleski and seconded by Justice Leonard it 
was Resolved that Bond No. 45715 of the United States Casualty Co., bond­
ing Forrest G. Downs, Receiver of Taxes in the amount of $25,000.00 be and 
the same is hereby approved as to form, manner of execution and the suf­
ficiency of t he surety. The resolutbon was adppted by the unanimous vote 
of the Board. 

Forrest G. Downs, Reciver of Taxes submitted his final report for the 
the 1946-47 tax collection together with a Satisfaction of Recivers Bond 
for 1946-47 and on motion and vote were ordered placed on file. 

:. On motion made by Justice Warner and seconded by Justice Zaleski it 
was Resolved that William 0. Good of Wading River, N.Y. be appointed special 
Policeman for Wading River, to serve at the pleasure of the Town Board 
under the supervision of the Riverhead Town Chief of Police at a salary of 
1150 . 00 per month. The Vote, Justices Warner, Yousik, Leonard and Zaleski 
Yes, Supervisor Kelly Yes. Total Vote Yes 5, No o. The resolution was tmere­
upon declared duly adopted.

On mot i on made by Justice Zaleski and seconded by Justice Leonard it 
was Re solved, that pursuant to Chapter 535 of the Laws of 1945, as amend­
ed by Chapter 436 of the Laws of 1946, the Superintendent of Public Works 
of the State of New York be and is requested to make surveys and prepare 
plans and estimates of cost for the construction of three jetties on the 
beach of the Long Island Sound in the vicinity of Pier Avenue in the Town 
of Rive rhead, Suffolk County, New York, and be it further 

RESOLVED, that it is the intention of the Town of Riverhead to parti­
cipate in t he cost of such construction to the axtent of 25% of the Total 
cost . The Vote, Justices Warner, Yousik, Leonard and Zaleski Yes, Sup er­
visor Kelly Yes. Total Vote Yes 5, No 0. The resolution was thereupon de­
clared duly adopted. 

A communication was read from Arthur Sandberg urging the Town Board to 
increase the salaries of the Police of the Town of Riverhead. The communi­
cation was ordered placed on file. 

A communication was read from Mrs George Weisen making application for 
addi tional s treet lights on Northville Turnpike, from Maple Avenue to 
Ostrander Ave. The communication was referred to the Lighting Committee. 

On moti on made by Justice Leonard and seconded by Justice Warner it 
was Resolved that the Long Island Lighting Company be authorized to place 
one 80 C. P. Street Light on Pole N6 J~ on Ackerly Street in the Riverhead 
Lighting District. The resolution was adopted b:p: the unanimous vote of 
the Boar d. 

A petition signed by 19 residents ~axpayers in the vicinity of 
Osborn Ave. was submitted to the Board making application for sidewalks to 
be laid on the East side of Osborn Ave. north from the intersection of 
Hurison Ave. The petition was referred to the Highway Committee and the 
Supt . of Highways. 

On Mo tion made by Justice Leonard and seconded by Justice Yousik it

He 
d that the price had about doubled since he ordered it and asked the 

ard t o borrow $3000.00 to pay for it. 

On motion made by Justice Zaleski and seconded by Justice Leonard it 
Resolved that the Supervisor be authorized to borrow ana. Tax Anticipation 

te the sum of $3000.00 for a period of 13 months beginning on December 2, 
47 for t h e purpose of paying for snow fence.

WHEREAS, at such hearing all interested persons were hears and it appears 
thout dispute and is recognized by this Board as well as those for and 

nat th e proposition that the importation and employment of such migratory 
rer s i s of concern and does not serve to promote the general welfare, 

ety and health of the people in this township, and 

WHERE AS, this Board is also mindful and recognizes the problem of the 
f~mer, the dealers who serve him in the marketing of his farm products, and 
that the practice of importing and employing such migratory laborers is the 
result of a shortage of local help and that there exists the · necessity and 
need for the employment of such migratory laborers to grow, harvest and 
market the farm crops in this locality and 

WHEREAS, after due and careful deliberation, it is the considered opinion 
f this Board that the importation and employment of migratory laborers do 

~ot serve to promqte the general health, welfare and safety of this community, 
ut that there exists a need and necessity therefor, NOW THEREFOREI 

BE IT RESOLVED as follows:-

l b That the employment of migratory workers be discouraged and that local 
t·i orers be sought and first hired, and for this purpose, it is suggested. 
~~bt contact be made with the Supervisor and his charge as Welfare Officer

That we oppose the construction and operation of labor camps or estab­
lishments for the housing, quartering or maintenance of migratory laborers, 
organi zed, operated, maintained or designed for the purpose of servicing 
l abo r to persons other than in their own and exclusive employment, unless 
such wo rkers are housed under proper sanitary conditions and that such work­
er s ar e properly supervised by the farmer or dealer employer and unless 
further , that all housing accommodations for migratory laborers be located 
in areaJJ apart from the business sections, or population centers of the 
Township. The Vote, Justices Warner, Yousik, Leonard and Zaleski Yes, Super­
visor Kelly Yes. Total Vote Yes 5, No 0. The resolution was thereupon de­
claxed duly adopted. 

The Town Board then convened as a Board of Audit and examined all town 
and highway machinery bills to date. 

There being no further business on motion and vote the meeting adjourn-. 
ed to meet on Wednesday, December 3, 1947 at 2:00 P.M.
