RESOLVED, that the preliminary budget be amended by making the 
following changes therein: 

That the appropriation for Snow Removal be reduced from $3,000 
to $2,000; and be it

amended, be and hereby is adopted as the annual budget of this To~~ for 
the fiscal year beginning on the 1st day of January, 1946, and that such 
budget as so adopted be entered in detail in the minutes of the proceedings 
of this Town Board as follows:
