A communication was read from the United States Department of Agricul­
ture, Farm Security Administration, in regard to the migratory camp pro­
gram. The communication was ordered placed on file. 

Mr. George W. Hildreth, President of the Board of Education addressed 
the Board in regard to the above matter. He stated that if a migratory 
camp was placed within School D1 strict Ho. 5, it would presnet a grade 
school problem. He explained in detail what would happen if an abrupt 
increase or decrease in school attendance took place • .tie said that the 
Boa.rd of Education felt that it would be unfair to place the camp in this 
District as the rural school Districts would have no responsibility and 
that they were greatly concerned about it. 

Mr . Irving Lindow addressed the Board in regard to the situation of 
Merritt •a Pond in the vicinity of Roanoke Heights. He stated that it was 
the sorrow from the loss of his child which prompted him to urge the Board 
to eliminate if possible the dangerous hazzard caused by the abrupt de­
cline to a depth of from twelve to fifteen feet close to the shore of 
»erritt 's Pond. The matter was referred to the Town Attorney. 

A communication signed by twenty seven residents of the Town of River­
head, stating that they believe that the R1 verhead High School Band com­
Posed of all School Students under the direction of llr. Howard Hovey de­
serves the ohanoe to present to the people of R1 verhead their talent in 
the form of weekly concerts during the summer months. The communication
