On motion made by Justice Zaleski and secon44d by Justice Smith it 
was resolved that Sadie Goldberg be continued as special Clerk to the 
Board of Assessors, to serve at the pleasure of the Town Board, salary 
fixed at $ 4.00 per day. The Vote, Justices Zaleski, Smith, Warner and 
Boutcher Yes, Supervisor Kelly Yea. Total Vote Yea 5, No o. The res­
olution was thereupon declared duly adopted. 

On motion made by Justice Boutcher and aecondeJ by Justice Zaleski 
it was resolved that the Supervisor be authorized to transfer the sum 
of $100.00 from the Current Surplus Account to the Assessors Traveling 
Expense Account. The Vote, Justices Zaleski, Smith, Warner and Boutcher 
Yea, Supervi aor Kelly Yes. Total Vote, Yea 5, No o. The resolution was 
thereupon declared duly adopted. 

The Town Board then convened as a Board of Audit and examined the 
Town bills for the month of June 1942. 

There being no further business on motion and vote the meeting 
adjourned to meet on Wednesday, July 15, 1942 at 2:00 P.M.
