
Minutes of a meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Riverhead 
held in the Town Hall on Wednesday, December J, 1941 at 2:00 P. M.

Minutes of a meeting of the Town Board held on November 19th, ; 
. 1941 were read and on motion and vote were duly adopted. 

Mr. Martin of the Long island Lighting Company addressed the 
1 Board in regard to the two lights in the underpass at Jamesport, stating 
1 that t he Lighting Company is una ble to connect those lights with the 
i stree t lighting system for the reason that they were not wired for that 
connec tion. The matter was referred to the Lighting Committee with power 
to act .

A communication was read from the Commi ssioners of the Riverhead 
Fire Di s trict recommending that the siren on the corner of Second Street 
and Ro anoke Avenue be accepted and in connection with it a three-way red 
light be installed a t that point. They also recommended if possible, the 
placing of a similar siren at the foot of Roanoke Avenue. The matter of 
the three-way red light and the additional siren at the foot of Roanoke 
Avenue was referred to the Lighting Committee. 

On motion made by Justice Kelly and seconded by Justice Warner, 
it was RESOLVED that the siren at the corner of Hoanoke Avenue and Second 
Street be purchased. The vote, Justices Warner, Boutcher, Kelly and 
Zal eski, Yes, Supervisor ~awyer, Yes. Total vote, Yes S, No 0. The 
resolution was thereupon declared duly adopted. 

On motion made by Justice Warner and seconded by Justice Zaleski, 
i t was RESOLVED that Howard Wells be and he hereby is appointed Dog 
Enurner a tor in and for the Town .s9f.,.~iy,e.r~M;~ The vote, Justices Warner,.

A communication was read from the Suffolk County Department of 
tl~alth giving notice of a meeting of representatives of all water supply 
dl stri cts to be held at Huntington, L. I., on Monday, December 8th! 1941. 
The Wa ter District Committee stated their intention of attending 1.f 
Possible. 
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The Lighting Committee reporting on the requests for a street 
light on Hallock Street and one on Central Avenue Wading Ri v recommend 
that the requests be granted. ' er, 

On motion made by Justice Boutcher and seconded by Justice 
Kelly, it was RESOLVED that the Long ~sland Lighting Company be authorized 
to place one (1) 80 C. P. street lamp on Pole #22 on Hallock Street 
Roanoke Heights in the Riverhead Lighting Distric t and further RESOLVED 
that the Long Island Lighting Company be authorized to place one (1) 80 C.I? 
s~reet lamp on pol7 #3, Central Avenue in the Wading River Lighting Dist­
rlct. The resolut~on was adopted by the unanimous vote of the Board. 

On motion made by Justice Warner and seconded by Justice Zaleski, 
it was RESOLVED that the amount of the Supervisor's Town Bond be fixed at 
$40,000.00 and further 

RESOLVED that the amount of the Supt. of Highways Bond be fixed 
at $2,000 .00, and further 

RESOLVED that the amount of the Bonds of the Justices of the 
Peace, be fixed at $1,000.00 each, and further 

RESOLVED that the amount of the Bond of the Town Clerk be 
fixed at $1000.00. The vote, Justices Warner, Boutcher, Kelly and Zaleski, 
Yes, Supervisor Sawyer, Yes. Total vote, tes 5, No 0. The resolution was 
thereupon declared duly adopted. 

The Highway Committee reporting on the matter in regard to the 
pmchase of a Nelson Loader for the Highway Department, stated that the 
Committee inspected the Loader and in their opinion, it was in good 
condition and recommended that it be purchased. 

On motion made by Justice Zaleski and seconded by Justice 
Warner, it was RESOLVED that the Supt. of Highways is hereby authorized 
to purchas e under Section 142 of the Highway Lavr from The Good Roads 
Machinery Company with the approval of the County Supt. of Highwa!s, one 
(1) Nels on Loader for a total price of $3 ,000.00. The vote, Just~ces 
Warner, Boutcher, Kelly and Zaleski, Yes, Supervisor Sawyer, Yes. Total 
vote, Yes 5, No o. The resolution was thereupon declared duly adopted. 

On motion made by Justice Boutcher and seconded by Justice 
Kelly , it was RESOLVED that the Supt. of Highways be authorized to pur­
chase a 1942 Dodge Automobile for the sum not to exceed $575.00, plus the 
trade in value of the old car. The vote, Justices Warner, Boutcher, Kelly 
and Zaleski, Yes, Supervisor Sawyer, Yes. Total vote, Yes 5, No. The 
resolution was thereupon declared duly adopted. 

On motion made by Justice Boutcher and seconded by Justice 
Zaleski, it was RESOLVED that the Holdup, Hobbery and Burglary Bond of the 
Rece iver of Taxes be fixed at $10,000.00. The resolution was adopted by 
the unanimous vote of the Board. 

The matter in regard to the purchase of a desk lamp for the 
Tax Office, by unanimous vote was referred to the Town Hall Committee with 
Power to act. 
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The Town Board then convened as a Board of Audit and examined 
bills for the month of November, 1941. 

There being no further business on motion and vote, the meeting 
adjourned to meet on Wednesday, December 17, 1941 at 2:00 P. M.
