The Zoning Conmission submitted their final recommendation 
together with exhibits "C", "~" and "E" and transcripts of the 
several hearings which the Commission held throughout the Town upon 
the matter. The report was ordered placed on file for consideration 
of the Board. 

Ur. R.C. Smith, Chairman . of the Zoning Commission addressed 
tr.e Boord and gave a resume' of the actions of the Zoning Commission 
from the beginning and explained many problems which confronted them. 
He state d that the Commission endeavored to establish a separate 
Agricultural District, but found it to be impracticable because, 
without a doubt, it showed discrimination. He further stated that the 
Coilliiliss ion worked on many different phases of the situation, r iving 
carefu 1 thou gilt to every detail in their effort to make their 
recon:mendations as practicable as possible, and finally after many 
pros and cons, the Zoning Connnission respectfully submit today 
their f inal report for the consideration of the Board. 

Supervisor Homan thanked :r. Smith and the Zoning Cormnission 
for their untiring efforts and zeal.

He stated that it was a long 
report and that it would take some tilr.e and study before final 
determination of the Board could be made.
