The minutes of the meeting of the Town Board, held 
February 1,1928 were read and on motion and vote duly adopt 

.A communication received from the H~rni Signal Man­
ufacturing Corporation, advising that their representative 
would be in Riverhead this week to take up the matter of 
traffic signals was read.

1 A petition signed by property owners on East Street 
!requesting that street lights be installed on East Street, 
north of St. John's R.C. Church and south of Grand Street, 

jwas read and referred to the Lighting Commit~ee. 

l R. Condon Smith and Joseph Kratoville representing 
!Riverhead Post, American Legion presented a survey of the 
jstreets which. would be served by having city delivery,parcel 
tpost and mail box collection service. 

On motion and vote, it was Resolved that a committe 
be appointed by the Supervisor to look into the matter of th 

,number and cost of street signs necessary to be erected to 
·help bring about city delivery in the Village of Riverhead. 

Supervisor Homan appointed Justice Conklin and Jus-
1tice Burnside a committee to look into the number and cost 

!
· street signs necessary for the Village of Riverhead to bring 
about city postal delivery.

i The Board was advised that an act had been introduc 
lin the assembly of the State which would give the Town 
tauthority to name streets and number lots. 
! I The Town Clerk was instructed by the Board to write 
· Senator Thompson requesting that be do all possible to have 
this bill passed. 



Frank J. Corwin presented a petition asking the 
Board to take steps at once to prohibit the dumping of 
ruebish in theloam pit near Riverat4e Drive. 

Superintendent of Highways Charles 0. Downs advised 
that signs would be erected in the near future prohibiting 
the dumping of rubbish in this section and the petition was 
ordered placed on file. 

W. A. Ingalls, representative of the Dominion Signal 
Company, 1447 East Franklin Street, Richmond, Virginia, 
addressed the Board and demonstrated a reflector type of 
warning signal for use at dangerous sections of the Highway. 

The opinion of the Board in regard to the reflector 
type of warning signals as presented by Mr. Ingalls, was 
that warnings signals of this kind are needed and Supervisor 
Homan appointed a committee consisting of Supt. of Highways 
Charle~_q. Downs and Justice Conklin to look into the matter
