This is a public notice for a public hearing at this tinme and
pl ace to consider the inclusion of all or sone of the follow ng
properties in an application to New York State Enpire State
Devel opnent Corp. for a programcalled Restore New York Comrunities
Initiative established to encourage econonic devel opnent and
nei ghbor hood growth by providing nmunicipalities with financia
assistance fromthe state for revitalization of comercial and
residential properties.

And there’s 15 properties listed. And we're going to have the
presentation by Andrea Lohneiss fromthe CDA to introduce this. As |
understand it, Andrea, the indicated 15 properties are the properties
we’ ve proposed to be a part of the grant application but if there are
any other property owners or representatives present who wi sh to have
their properties to be considered to be a part of the grant
application, they can cone forward and contact you.”

Andr ea Lohnei ss: “That’s correct. They would conme forward
during the hearing and make their statenent on the record. The
transcript of the hearing is attached to the application and
submtted.”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “Very good. kay. Could you introduce
this and indicate what you can about the background?”

Andr ea Lohnei ss: “My name is Andrea Lohneiss. |'’mthe
Communi ty Devel opment Director. This hearing is being held to solicit
comments on the devel opnent of an application by the town of Riverhead
in response to a newinitiative called Restore New York Comrunities
Initiative.

Thi s program was established in July of 2006 to encourage
econoni ¢ devel opnent and nei ghbor hood growt h by providi ng
muni ci palities with financial assistance for revitalization of
commercial and residential properties.

The program provi des assi stance to municipalities undergoing
revitalization and gives priority to those applications from
econom cally distressed comunities, enpire zones and quality
communi ties.

G ven the nonentum underway in downtown Riverhead at this tine,
it seemed an opportunity that should be pursued in order to encourage
continued private investnent in addition to the town’s ongoing and
substantially grant funded public investnent.
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Today, in fact, we received notification of a successful grant
application under the New York State Quality Conmunities G ant Program
for a downtown redevel opnment consensus initiative. In just the past
two years or so, the total amount of grant funds procured and expended
for projects to inprove downtown Riverhead is close to 6.8 mllion.

O this amount, 3.4 million in inprovenents has been or is nearly
conpleted and 3.3 in inprovenents should be conpleted by the end of
2008. Those are listed on the power point presentation to your right
by the nane of the project.

This program on which we are soliciting comments today will
support and encourage these efforts by stimulating private investnent
resulting in job creation, job retention, and increased business
activity.

Private investnent has been made by the Suffol k Theater owner, by
Suffol k County National Bank, Atlantis Aquarium and is expected to
continue with NF Managenent and ot hers.

The Suffolk County Court conplex is nearing conpleting and
Atlantis is proposing an expansion. Apollo has proposed a | arge scal e
redevel opnent project that includes the reconstruction of the former
Wol wort h buil ding and ot her investnent totaling approxi mtely $150
mllion.

The Restore programis available to assist those property owners
who desire to inprove vacant, abandoned, surplus or condemmed
commercial and/or residential buildings wwthin their control and who
agree to undertake the proposed project and contribute a m ni mum of
10% of the total project cost.

Wth the town’ s assi stance, owners and devel opers of the proposed
projects will undertake inprovenents to stabilize nei ghborhoods,
remove obsol ete buildings, attract new residents through construction
and preservation or rehabilitation or vacant abandoned surplus or
condemed residential properties and attract new commerci al ,
industrial, retail or m xed use devel opnent through rehabilitation or
reconstruction of vacant or abandoned commercial property.

Those property owners who wish to participate nust denonstrate
site control. A commtnent to undertake and conplete the proposed
proj ect, evidence of participation by providing at |east the required
10% mat ch, and antici pated increased business activity and/or job
creation fromthe project.

The programrequired adverti senent of a property assessnent |i st
i ncludi ng those properties intended to be included in a daily
newspaper for three consecutive days. The advertisenent was placed in
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Newsday on Septenber 2" 379 and 4'", as well as in the News Revi ew on
August 31°t,

Additional inquiries fromproperty owners have been received and
those owners are either present today to request inclusion in the
application or have submtted witten requests which I will read in to
t he record.

The first one is fromR verhead Enterprises. This wll confirm
that R verhead Enterprises is the owner of record of property at 75 E
Main Street, Riverhead, New York for which we are requesting a
denolition grant in the anount of $20, 000 under the Restore New York
Program The denolition of the second floor of this building is
required in order to create opportunities for business growh and
comunity inprovenment. W are commtted to participate in this
programincluding a commtment to provide at |east a 10% match of
grant funds.

The second letter is fromRiverhead Enterprises as the owner of
record of property at 4953 East Main Street for which we are
requesting a reconstruction grant in the anount of $100,000 and a
denolition in the anobunt of 20—I'msorry reconstruction grant in the
amount of $100, 000 and a denolition grant in the amount of $20, 000
under the Restore New York Program The rehabilitation of this
building will create opportunities for business growh and community
i mprovenent .

Subsequent to the hearing, the application will be finalized and
together wwth a copy of today’'s transcript nust be submtted on or
before Septenber 15'". Any property owners who have not already
submtted conmtnent letters to ny office stating that they are the
owner of record of the subject property, description of the project to
be undertaken and status of the project and commtnent to provide the

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Thank you very nmuch. The total anopunt
t hat thi s—Andrea—"*

Andr ea Lohnei ss: “Yes."”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “The total anount that this grant
application is going to request is what?”

Andr ea Lohnei ss: “It’s probably going to be close to a mllion
dollars. At the tinme of the advertisenent, it was about $890, 000."

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “And if | understood your remarks, over
the | ast several years there—and the public grant fund—the grant
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funded—t he portion of the downtown inprovenent project, we’ ve
received $6.8 million in grants of which approximately half has been
spent and about half is ongoing or to be comrenced?”

Andr ea Lohnei ss: “That’s correct.”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “I't certainly should have an inpact so
that wwthin a few years, we really see sone difference in the Main
Street.

I ncidentally, the—I1 should nention that the Culinary Art is
Sept enber 21%', the ground breaking on that and we will actually see
some construction.

| see NF Managenent is here, Ray has indicated that that’s going
to be starting shortly. And | don’t knowif you read in to the record
but I think you did sequentially go through the projects, Suffolk
Theat er, NF Managenent, the East Lawn Buil ding, the Wolworth
Bui | ding, the Castronova Buil ding (phonetic) which is the Zenith
project on McDernott which is going to be re-built. Gyro on East Miin
Street. R verhead Enterprises has several —Esseks, Hefter, R m and
and Sendl ewski (phonetic) at 209 East Avenue.

This is itself a response
to an earlier hearing where we’re backing up and nmaking certain we
have the proper anmendnent procedure within the law. Is that correct?”

kay, this is, again, to set up a procedure for the anmendnent of
maps for freshwater wetlands and if anyone has a comment on that, we
are all ears. Peter, step right up.”

Pet er DanowsKki : “Pete Danowski. Ms. Krudop (phonetic) is here
as well as Robert Krudop, Jr. and obviously they are concerned about
t heir subdivision that has been pending for many, nmany years and they
intend to conpl ete the subdivision process and ask the town’ s planning
board to pick up where they last left off.

For some of you who may not know, they began by trying to ask for
a 57 l ot subdivision recognizing they had a right to al nost doubl e
that density. Thereafter, there wasn't a positive response and they
proceeded with a 92 or 93 I ot subdivision. They were then instructed
that they were caught in the noratorium and eventually a draft
envi ronnment al i npact statenment was supplied and the town has not
conpl eted that subdivision process.

| think there has been sonme confusion when we start tal king about
the Krudop famly and the Kaplan fam |y about the word North Fork
Preserve. There are a couple of separate parcels of property, one is
the Gun Hunting O ub, and the other one is the Krudop/ Kapl an piece
whi ch unfortunately are not—has carried the first two nanes, North
Fork, or three, North Fork Preserve. One’'s North Fork Preserve, Inc.;
one is North Fork Preserve Co., and over the years M. Krudop has
sought the preserve | and around those two distinct parcels.

So to avoid confusion in the future with regard to the
subdi vision, we’ll end up changing that nanme so there’s no confusion
bet ween t he Kapl an/ Krudop pi ece.
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M. Bartunek was nice enough to indicate to ne that there was
going to be sone further changes to the ordinance. The Krudop famly

said, well, should we show up or shouldn’t we? | guess as |long as
we're preserving our rights to nmake conmment on both what’ s before us
today as well as any future changes, you know, 1'Il follow this

conversation up with later comments in witing.

So we’'re here to say that we thought it was sonmewhat strange that
only our parcel was mapped when we had a | ast public hearing and we
t hought it was sort of being pointed—the statute was being pointed at
our parcel. Having said that, the active subdivision in the nornal
case goes through a process of identifying wetlands on site and it
i nvol ves the New York State DEC in many cases as well as the various
t own agenci es.

So | expect that when the planning board picks up the process on
t he subdivision, that the identification of wetland areas and focusing
on them and where you |l ay out cluster subdivisions where nost tines
you’' re di stanci ng yoursel ves away from wetl ands, you have to do an
entry road. But as far as the town planning board, they' Il be the
ones that really shape where housi ng goes on a subdi vi si on.

So I'’mnot sure we needed the |egislation that began for our mnd
when soneone told us there was a map bei ng proposed before a town
board happened to be the map of our property. That having been said,
we'll wait for any future changes that are being suggested in a future
public hearing. Thank you.”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “Thank you. Anyone el se have any conment
about this suggested amendnment to Chapter 107? Yes.”

Kerry Moran: “CGood afternoon, M. Cardinale and Board nenbers.
My nanme is Kerry Moran, |'’m President of the North Fork—Northville
Beach Civic Association. And with regards to the |ast statenents, one
of the things that we have a problemw th is drainage com ng off of
the North Fork Preserve with regards to the wetlands that are there.

| know that it’s not a town problembut basically it deals wth,
you know, Suffol k County H ghway Departnent, Public Wrks, and so
forth and so on. Wthout the maps bei ng—w t hout the wetl ands bei ng
accurately mapped, we have a problemthat’s going to continue. W'’ve
had damage to several houses. W’ve had damage to the coastal erosion
line. So | would say that, you know, the mapping is nost inportant to
us.

What happens with the land is not our concern. Qur concern
primarily is with those wetlands that weren’'t identified with the
original map, basically there are three of them so that we can
resolve the problemthat’s happening to our property north of Sound
Shor e Road.
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The second point | wish to nmention is on—with regards to the
application. Many tines the town board has said that a new
application is going to have to be submtted. M question to the town
board would be is this true or is it not true? If at sonme point in
the future you could answer that question for us, it would be very
hel pful .

So those are the two points | wish to nention and | hope that at
the next hearing with regards to the wetlands that are either m ssing,
not there, it would be hel pful to know exactly when that neeting is
going to be. Thank you very nuch.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Thank you Kerry. Thank you. Any ot her
comment? Ckay, in order to accomodate the request earlier nade, |I'm
going to keep—adjourn this hearing for two weeks and, Ceorge, wll
you remind ne to take a look at it and see if your subsequent
legislation is on two weeks fromnow and we can catch up within a
reasonabl e peri od.

So adjourn it for two weeks. W' Il keep it open for witten
coment during that period which will be September 19'", the next town
board neeting.”

Kevi n McDonal d: “CGood afternoon, |I'm Kevin McDonald and | serve
as the Director of Public Lands for the Nature Conservancy and we
wanted to conme this afternoon to | end our strong support for your
adoption of this law today so that it be placed on the ballot for the
voters to deci de whether or not continued investnent in the | andscape—
protection of the | andscape of the town of R verhead is a public
priority, that they want to see you continue executing going forward.

The benefit of extending the Community Preservation Fund now is

that it will give you additional revenue where you can borrow agai nst
that revenue in the future, pay back over tinme, while the land is
still available and in all likelihood that and will be cheaper today

than it will be 10 or 15 years fromnow and it certainly may not be
there in which case the argunent is protect the |land today, pay it
back over tinme. Financing |and protection just as you would finance a
house or a car or a college education always makes a good deal of
sense.

Protecting inportant areas |ike wetlands and river corridors and
beach access and farmland are all the things that nmake Ri verhead
different froma nunber of towns west of here and if you | ose that
asset and you | ose that |andscape, this is a different place. | don’t
t hi nk anybody wants it to be just anypl ace.

So ny hope is that you can act today to adopt and pass this thing
and we | ook forward to the voters’ decision on Election Day about this
matter.
