Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Thank you, George. Ckay, it being 7:10,
we have hearings set to begin at 7:05.”

Publ i c hearing opened: 7:05 p. m

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “We can start that hearing which is
schedul ed for 7:05, consideration of a proposed |local |aw to anmend
Chapter 101 of the code of Vehicle and Traffic. And if you ve got it
handy, Dawn, maybe you can sunmari ze what you' re doing here.”

Dawn Thomas: “The proposed law will extend the no parking zone on
Longvi ew Drive on both sides of the road parallel—on the portion of
the road that’s parallel to the town park and it will renove the
par ki ng prohibition on Longview Drive that’s currently on both sides
fromthe northerly intersection of Park Road 200 feet easterly.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Ckay. |Is there anyone who would like to
comment upon that proposed change in the law? GCkay, if there’s no
comment, 1’|l leave it open as | generally do for 10 days for witten

comment in case sonebody wants to conment on a bel ated thought to
Friday—let’s see, today is the 19'", 20, 21, it would be the 29'" of
Septenber. It’s 7:10, I'll declare that hearing closed.”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “And nove to open the next hearing and
|’d ask that M. Wnes, Richard Wnes, if you re here, would you cone
on up? These next two hearings |'’mtold are actually a first. They
are joint hearings of two of the town boards, the town board al so
sitting with the Landmark Comm ssi ons Board, Landnmark Preservation
Comm ssion, to consider two proposed historic districts.

W have just passed a historic district as well a revision of the
| aw affecting sane, | guess it was within the last two or three
nont hs, and that was in the downtown area. And now we’'re considering
Sout h Janesport and Jamesport.

Sonme have suggested Wadi ng River as probably the nost distant
pl ace we could consider this so—and | appreciate the fact that they
think we’re that schem ng because we have difficulty-- as Barbara was
joking with me a nonment ago. W have difficulty maki ng sure that we
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actually get it right for publication on the right time and right

pl ace. But because of that, we’'re going to hold this hearing open to
gi ve peopl e enough opportunity to speak tonight and al so two weeks
fromtonight at the usual place, Town Hall, before we close this
heari ng.

But we’ve got to open it before we close it. So it’s declared
open, it’'s 7:12.”

Publ i c hearing opened: 7:12 p.m

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “And you want to introduce it perhaps,
Ri chard.”
Ri chard W nes: “Sure. This is the first tinme (inaudible)

hearing wth the town board and the Landmarks Preservation Conm Ssion
which is what’'s called for under the new—this is what's called for
under the new | andmar ks code.

First of all, the Landmarks Preservation Conmm ssion in addition
to nyself, in the second row sitting here is Gary Jackam n (phonetic),
next to him Nancy Gl bert, Vince Tal done (phonetic), and next to ne,
Peter Lukas. And in the front row, Stephanie Bail. And we'll be
happy to answer any questions that anyone may have in the course of
thi s hearing.

And | do want to join Phil in apologizing that this hearing is
here in Wading River. It’s not too convenient for those of us from
Janesport. But perhaps this discussion may benefit our nei ghbors here
in Wadi ng River who | understand are considering a historic district
in this area and have arranged to have a prelimnary neeting at this
| ocati on next Thursday at 7:30. Do | have that right, Stephanie?
Thanks.

The purpose of this hearing is for nenbers of the Landnarks
Preservati on Conm ssion and the town board to |isten to coments from
the public and to answer questions. Based on what we hear tonight,
the comm ssion will prepare a reconmendation for the town board and
then the town board will vote on that proposal.

But | thought first it mght be useful to review the process that
got us to this point. Basically it’s been a four year effort, pushed
al ong by nmenbers of the Janmesport conmunity at every step and
supported by this comm ssion.

W’ ve attenpted throughout this process to solicit and listen to
input fromthe community. W really started down the road toward
proposals for historic district in Jamesport about four years ago with
a note fromRay Saltini who was at that point president of the
Jamesport/ Sout h Jamesport Civic Association.
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Then in the sumer of 2003, there was the first organizationa
nmeeting held in a backyard in South Janesport. About 20 people were
there; they had I ots of questions, but they were unaninous in their
desire to nove forward

In October of 2003, we had our second organi zational neeting in
one of the lovely restored houses on S. Jamesport Avenue. And at that
nmeeting we decided to prepare a list of frequently asked questions and
make ot her steps to nove forward.

Over the next year, | nmet personally with a nunber of people in
the community and also with the Aquebogue/ Janesport/Laurel Busi ness
Association. They were enthusiastic. After all, historic districts
are good for business.

Then working with D ane McCabe, we started mapping where this
district mght be. W used the survey of H storic Resources in
Ri ver head prepared way back in 1977 by the Society for the
Preservation of Long Island Antiquities and we worked with the
Pl anni ng Departnent and | ocated on the map are all of those historic
structures. And then we used that map.

We had an exploratory neeting at the Capt. Jebedi ah Hawki ns House
thanks to the hospitality of Jeff Hallock and at that point that house
was still very nuch under construction. Those of you who were there
may renmenber. That was well advertised in the papers and posters in
the community and pronoted by the Cvic Association. W had 40 or 50
peopl e there and, again, everyone was unaninous in their desire to
nove forward a couple of historic districts.

In May of 2005, we had anot her neeting, had vol unteers that
raised their hand at that neeting and this was held at the (inaudible)
School house. W had about 20 or 25 people there and we started
drawing lines on the map as to where the boundaries ought to be.

Then that sunmer, we sent out letters, informal letters, to
peopl e who lived within the boundaries of that district to get their
comments. And then in March of this year we had a public forumat the
community center. This was sponsored by the Janesport/S. Janesport
Civic Association and it was well advertised in the papers and by
posters in the community and again we had a healthy turnout and again
everyone was unani nous and supportive of nmoving forward with the
creation of these historic districts.

Meanwhi | e those of us who were on the Conmi ssion were wal king the
streets of Jamesport inventorying the structures and inviting
community representatives to our open neeting. Throughout this
process, we got a |lot of very good coverage fromthe |ocal papers—

t hank you, John, and ot hers.
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And finally as a result of all this, in July of this year, the
Landmar ks Preservati on Commi ssion passed a resol ution requesting
the town board set this hearing and to notify property owners in
Janesport about these proposed districts.

And |’ m pleased as a result of this process, we have two proposed
districts, the Janmesport Hanml et district which contains about 38
historic structures, the oldest of which is the Janmesport Church
dating back to 1731, really where Riverhead town began. And sone of
the ol dest—the ol dest cenetery in the town and a bunch of 18'F
century and early 19'" century houses.

And then the second district is South Jamesport Historic district
whi ch has 78 historic structures. That’'s over two-thirds of the
bui l di ngs within the boundaries that we suggested to consider
historic. 1t includes basically the whole area that Janes Tuttle laid
out in the 1830's. It’s his would be whaling (inaudible) and which
t hen devel oped and becane a center of commerce and eventual ly
recreation and hotels and has just a wonderful collection of a |ot of
the original buildings fromthe whaling era as well as a lot of
buil dings fromthe resort area and wonderful bungal ows (i naudible).

So with that, I'd Iike to open the floor for coments fromthe
public and say thank you again for (inaudible).”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “Thank you, Richard.

It being 7:19, I'’mgoing to declare open the second hearing.”
Publ i c hearing opened: 7:19 p.m

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “The first actually on the agenda was the
Sout h Jamesport Historic District. The second is the Janesport Hanl et
Hi storic District. There are maps here attached to the notices in
case anybody wants to look at it. It is available up here while
you’' re comrenti ng.

And | would like nmaybe before we take the initial comment, if you
woul d, Richard, indicate—and | can | ook at these maps and I’ m
perfectly happy because ny house (inaudible), so it doesn't really
affect me. But those people who are within the district in any
fashi on whet her commercial piece or residential piece, would you tel
us what substantively the effects would be of an historic district
decl ared covering their property?”

Ri chard W nes: “Sure. |1’'d be happy to do that, Phil, and if
any ot her nenbers of the Conmi ssion would Iike to step in, please feel
free to. But let’s start with the comrercial side because one of the
reasons we got very strong support fromthe AJL, the |ocal business
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organi zation, is the historic districts tend to be very good for
busi ness.

People like comng to shop in historic districts. The sane for
homeowners. One thing that’s happened with historic districts
wherever they’ ve been created around the country is they tend to
enhance property values. They also help for both the busi nesses and
the residential areas—they help create a sense of place, they help
encourage people to restore, maintain, enhance their properties.

Naturally this all comes with some regul ati ons although in
Ri verhead | have to say, conpared to districts like I live in once on
Beacon Hill in Boston, the regulations are pretty light. There wl]l
be no additional applications or anything like that but if you do live
in a historic district, you do own property in a historic district and
want to change your structure in sone way that would otherw se require
a building permt, such as putting an addition on let’s say, nmaking
maj or structural changes, then the exterior appearance, as only the
parts visible froma public street, would be subject to review by the
Landmar ks Preservati on Comm ssion as part of the building application
review process. So | think that’s the main (inaudible).”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “(inaudible) so if anyone is interested
in picking up a copy of it (inaudible). Well, | guess we'll begin
with any coments the public would |ike to make about either the S
Jamesport proposed historic district or the Janesport Hanml et proposed
historic district. Cone on up.”

Ni ck Cal abri a: “Nick Cal abria, Miin Road, 1739 Min Road,
Jamesport. | see 48 parcels up on the Janesport section. You
menti oned 38 of themas being historic. What’s your criteria?”

Ri chard W nes: “The district includes as you know both the
stretch along the Main Road and it al so goes down S. Jamesport Avenue
as far as the Hawki ns house and in that—in that area there are 38
hi storic houses—36 | believe, and | believe that’s alnost all of the
primary structures in that area. There are sone that are not.

Cenerally these are buildings that could fall under the
Departnment of Interior criteria. |If they're comercially owned, they
could qualify for the (inaudible) tax credit. And that neans that
they have to be at |east 50 years old and/or have significant
architectural merit.”

Ni ck Cal abri a: “Ckay. So you’'re saying basically anything 50
years or older is historical in this town?”

Ri chard W nes: “Could qualify as historic. Yes.”
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Ni ck Cal abri a: “Ckay, so now in other words, three-quarters of
Nassau County woul d be historic homes according to your criteria.”

Ri chard W nes: “The criteria is a double criteria. It has to
be both that age and have—I| can give the full definition—but it’s

either architectural and/or historic significance in the sense that if
the style isn't inportant, perhaps sonething inportant happened
t here.”

Ni ck Cal abri a: “Have you—this is the first—actually the first
| heard of this was the letter sent out on August 24'". O all the
nmeeti ngs and everybody that you' ve talked to, us on the Main Road, the
general consensus up there, nobody’s tal ked to us, nobody knows
anyt hi ng about. And nost of us | feel are not in favor of additiona
restrictions on our property.

If this goes through, I’massum ng that you' re going to nake a
special district for this area. Are we going to be taxed according to
that district?”

Ri chard W nes: “An historic district has no inplications on
taxes. There is no special tax or anything like that.”

Ni ck Cal abri a: “So what’s our gain as far as the average
t axpayer in that area who has a house that’'s 50 or 60 years ol d,
that’s marginally historical?”

Ri chard W nes: “As | said, what tends to happen in a historic
district, is property values go up for everyone, whether you live in a
hi storic house or not.”

Ni ck Cal abri a: “(inaudible) anytine we run into a historic
area, it’s a nightmare. Because basically we have nore things to go
t hrough, permits, nore applications, nore processes we go through, and
we find also very hard to get people that want to go into these areas
because of all the additional requirenents being placed upon them
And you're going to have to find a special breed of cat that wants to
come into these areas, that want to spend the noney and want to put up
wi th the mai ntenance on these old buildings and (i naudible) the deep
pockets to do this stuff.

And | think that in Riverhead today with a | ack of housing for
young coupl es and | ower incone people, we’'re just putting another wall
up to drive younger Riverhead people out when we put a district in
with additional restrictions and limt the people that can go in.

If the taxes do go up, if the property values do go up now
because of this district which it would be nice but it’s also going to
mean i ncreased taxes to the homeowners in this area.
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And basically you want to drag nore people into the area, all you
have to do is cone down there on a Sunday afternoon and sit between
Laurel Post Ofice and the traffic light, wait two hours to try to get
past that traffic |ight.

And | think that, you know, before we deal wi th draggi ng nore
peopl e, we should be dealing with the infrastructure in the town so
then we can start noving people around in this town rather than
bringing nore people intoit.

| think that’s nore a problemfor us on Main Road than worrying
about whether we're marginally historic. So, and everybody that |
tal ked to on the east end of town, basically | haven't heard anybody
that favors—in favor of this. | would say Manor Lane (i naudible).
That’s where | am”

Ri chard W nes: “Thanks for your comrent and we’'ll take it under
consi deration.”

Ray Saltini: “H. M nanme is Ray Saltini and | want to thank
many of ny nei ghbors for com ng out and once again Wadi ng Ri ver for
hosti ng us.

| know from past experience that the Wading R ver fol ks get
al nost as annoyed at having us here as we do at having to drive here.
Not because they don’t |ove their neighbors, but because they’ve got
so many issue of their own that they want to hear.

But | think one inportant note is and | understand the hearing is
| ocated at this spot because of the timng of the public notice. |
think that’'s inportant to know. And | do comrend the board for
wanting to keep the hearings open so that there’ s anple opportunity
for any others to comment.

| al so want to acknow edge the issues presented by the |ast
speaker even though | think they concern nostly the Janesport Hamnl et
area as opposed to S. Janesport. |If he had the opportunity and for
one reason or another he and his nei ghbors have not, | think he’d find
that the historic district actually helps to alleviate sone of these
i ssues that he spoke about and in no way (inaudible).

The historic district will help alleviate some of those issues.
There are sonme that it will have no effect on whatsoever and one of
those is traffic. Wuat | would hate to see is a really good idea, |
t hi nk, and many of ny neighbors think for an area that has—that gets
bl aned for sonme problens that we all share in Riverhead. W don’t
just have traffic by the traffic light in Laurel. W have it by the
traffic circle in R verhead and everywhere else in Riverhead.
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So | would ask that we try to separate sone of these issues and
consi der the proposed districts on their own nerit. |If you | ook at
these Q & A, they were done—these FAQ s, they were done very
t houghtful ly and none of them cannot be substantiated. So when it is
witten in the FAQ that the taxes won’'t go up, we can substantiate
that and we can reference other historic districts where taxes have
not been affected by this.

| want a historic district because | believe that it creates a
sense of place that is in effect already there. Every one that |’ve
encountered in S. Jamesport has stayed or noved to S. Janesport
because the historic character of it is inportant to them

| believe that creating a historic district in S. Janesport hel ps
us preserve sone of the things that are inportant to us and that we
noved to the area for and stayed in the area for.

In Ri verhead, there are sone folks who will say that we don’t
have a strict enough |law, that naybe we shoul d prevent people from
changing their property too much. | don't believe that that's the
case. | wouldn’'t want a law like that. | wouldn’'t be in favor of a

proposal or a district that made it nore difficult to do what we need
to do.

It’s usually not what we want to do but what we need to do for
our famly because we need to put an extension on our house because
our children can’'t afford to purchase their own hone. So | think the
historic district will help us value the things that we value. WII
not penalize us in any way.

|’ ve been a part of the process that's tried to be as inclusive
as we could possibly get it without a budget and I woul d encourage to
tell the fol ks that have not been able to cone (inaudible), to cone to
t he hearing, express their doubt and concern but also if you have not
been a part of the process to date, to keep an open mnd and to |isten
to some of the responses that cone out of this process.

| have a lot of other things to say but | don’'t want to take up
too nuch tinme. So thank you very nuch.”

Jill Kaj ewski : “My nane is Jill Kajewski. | live on Main Road
in Janesport and my house is part of the historic district. |
received ny first notification in August. | hadn’t heard about it
bef ore.

| don't really know too nmuch about the district other than it’s
ki nd of cool when you drive into one, it’s a nice feeling, and really,
you know, |’ m not opposed to the idea. For ne (inaudible)—I called
Counci | wman Bl ass a coupl e of weeks ago, | had a question that had to
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do with ny property. She forwarded ny inquiry to Richard Wnes and |
never heard back from him

So there’s two points that | need to make and nunber one, the
thing that kind of concerns ne about a historic district is that
deci sion making is being taken out of ny hands and it seenms put into
t he hands of sonebody who is not an elected official. And | just had
ny first experience with that person who is not an elected officia
and that woul d be the person that hasn't called nme back yet. So that
concerns ne. That definitely concerns ne.

So I"Il just nove right on to ny inquiry. [I'mright in the
m ddl e of putting together a deal to put solar panels on ny house and
| certainly can appreciate that in an historic district, solar panels
woul d be kind of odd | suppose and so | just would like to know if, in
fact, this, you know, ny area becones a historic district, wll ny
ability to put solar panels on nmy house in any way, ny decision nmeking
ability, be taken away? WII | be able to put the panels up? | don’t
know who |’ m addressing the question to but | need the answer.”

Ri chard W nes: “First of all, let nme apologize for not getting
back to you. | thought | called—"*

Jill Kaj ewski : “So you are Richard Wnes. Ckay.”

Ri chard W nes: “-- 1 thought | had called everybody who had put
ininquiries, but we were away and | may have mi ssed you and | really
do try very hard to do that, so | apologize. 1°d be happy to talk in
nore detail later (inaudible). Any other nenber want to address her
guestion?

And basically our guidelines are if it’s an historic building in
the historic district and if it’'s (inaudible)-- *

Jill Kaj ewski : “Which it does.”

Ri chard W nes: “Then it would cone up for review and the
criteria would be does it basically substantially alter the character
of the building. And you may be better to answer that than—*

Jill Kaj ewski : “Probably. Probably.”
Ri chard W nes: “Then how visible is it fromthe street?”
Jill Kajewski: “M house is south facing, that’s where the sun

is so everybody can wal k by and be Iike wow, look at this nice famly
who is trying to do their part in energy conservation.”
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Ri chard W nes: “Agai n, wthout seeing exactly the design, it’s
hard to give you a specific answer but those are the criteria that
we're required to use.”

Jill Kaj ewski : “Ckay, then may | turn to ny town governnment and
ask you guys so before this historic district is put into place, if |
go and get ny panels tonorrow, this is a non-issue. Correct?”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Right. (Inaudible).”

Jill Kaj ewski : “I'f nmy panels are in, nmy panels are in. So how
soon would this district—"*

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: (1 naudi bl e)

Jill Kaj ewski : “Ch, yeah, the building permts and all that.
So who does that?”

Counci | wonan Bl ass: “Those are good for energy credits
(i naudi ble).”

Jill Kaj ewski : “So—*

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “I want to make another point. First of
all, the specific question is if a building permt is issued and you

begin the construction (inaudible) the building permt issue, you're
okay.”

Jill Kaj ewski : “Ckay.”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “You' ve got to get your building permt
i ssued and commence construction, the nore the better. You d be
protected, you d be grandfathered in.”

Jill Kaj ewski : “Ckay.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Secondly, correct nme if I’ m wong,
Ri chard, but the conm ssion that will review this which is the
Landmar k Conmi ssion, they' || be contributing houses that would be

hi storic houses or the historic structures, and then non-contributing
structures?”’

Ri chard W nes: “Correct.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “And contributing—so not all the
buildings within the district are going to be historic buildings for
starters. Some will be contributing historic, sone will be non-
contributing historic. Is there a difference in that criteria that

you could exenplify.”
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Jil'l Kaj ewski : “My house is 103 years ol d.”

Ri chard W nes: “l guess the question is naybe nore than 50
years old but is it architecturally interesting and are the changes
irreversible? | mean it’'s a series of questions like that. Does it
impair the historic quality of the structure if indeed the structure
has historic quality. |If it doesn't have historic quality and it’s
200 years old, we probably aren’t going to care about it. It could be
a 200 year old building that’'s lost all its historic interest.”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “The second thing I want to point out is
if you were to nmake a decision (inaudible) and hard working
comm ssi on, the Landmarks Conmm ssion has been exi stence for a while,
were to nake a review that you can’'t have your sol ar panels.
Utimately that’s an advisory position, is it not under the |aw
(i naudi bl e).”

Ri chard W nes: “I't is and this good teamto ny |left here would
be the ultimte arbiter—*

Jill Kaj ewski : “You woul d be the appeal s process?”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “You woul d have—yeah, that’s right, we
woul d have accountability of elected officials if we started
haphazardly supporting craziness fromthe Landmark Conm ssion. So you
do have that protection.”

Counci | man Densieski: “Oh, boy.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “I—but | think it’s a good question
because they are very hel pful, the Landmark Comm ssion group. They’ ve
been serving for many years and they' re not going to get crazy. And
if they did, the then sitting town board would serve as your
(inaudible). You can’'t do this and if you do do this you won't be
(i naudi ble) to do this next year. If enough of that happened, you can
i magi ne you’d get a response fromyour elected officials so you don’'t
have to worry as much about your initial concerns (inaudible), about
dealing with unelected officials.”

Jill Kaj ewski : “Ckay.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Utimately (inaudible).”

Jill Kaj ewski : “Wuld you be ny advocate or woul d you be their
advocate in the appeal s process?”’

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “I't woul d depend on the circunstances
i ke any judgnment. However, | think the S. Janesport District is a

nor e honogenous, nore defined area than the other, so |I'mparticularly
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interested in how the historic district will effect the business
comunity.

It's not unlike however the sane issues we had i n downt own
Ri verhead. This is the second set of hearings we’ ve had on historic
districts within a commercial and sl ash residential area.

So I "mgenerally supportive of historic districts as the board is
as evidenced by the fact that they passed one, but | think the
Jamesport Haml et District which is | believe where you re—"

Jill Kaj ewski : “Yes. On Main Road.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: -- is more—has certain uni que issues
associated wth it that the S. Jamesport district does not.”

Ri chard W nes: “Certainly throughout the country residents of
historic districts have been able to use that designation to protect
their conmmunities. Protect them—especially to protect their
comuni ties and anything that m ght involve federal funding for
i nstance-- future road w dening presumably would. | can't tell you
whether it would or not but it’s a tool that’s often used by peopl e
that live in historic communities to protect their quality of life.

The changes are to the Planned Recreational Park District which
was passed incidentally in 1999 and it addresses the accessory use
within the golf course sub district and would you read the | anguage,
pl ease that is being anended as permtting accessory use.”

Dawn Thonas: “Do you want nme to read the whol e thing because |
have to put it in context?”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “I have it underlined; |I don't know if
you do. |I'’mlooking at golf course accessory uses. The |anguage that

is being changed is permtting as | read it and correct me if I'm
wrong, single famly dwelling units either attached or unattached,
restricted to provide living accommopdati ons for persons at or over the
age of 55 years and only in conjunction with the regul ation size 18
hol e golf course with the maxi mum of three dwelling units per hole for
a total of 54 hones per golf course.

In addition the new | anguage permts single famly dwelling units
ei ther unattached or attached, restricted to provide living
accommodati ons for persons at or over age 55 and only in conjunction
wi th the dedication of open space or | ands encunbered by conservation
easenents upon | ands contiguous to lands within the newly created golf
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course sub district at a devel opnent yield of one dwelling unit per
one acre of dedicated open space or encunbered | and.

Al'l dedi cated open space or encunbered | and shall be made part of
t he open space sub district in accordance with Section 108-244.

Those are the changes, clarification that it’s over 55 only on
the golf course housing and the addition of the permtted housing in
conjunction with the dedication of open space within a golf course sub
district at a devel opnent yield of one unit per one acre of dedicated
open space.

Can | have sone comment, please, fromthe public? Yes, Sal.”

Sal Mastropol o: “Sal Mastropolo, Calverton. | don’t know that
| totally agree with this, but if you re going to do it, it should be
at | east one house per two acres since you have two acre zoning in the
town of Riverhead. | mnmean that would be a |lot nore easy to swall ow.

In essence what you're saying is if a guy wants to develop a golf
course and he wants to dedicate 100 acres to open space, you're going
to allow himto build 100 nore houses.”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “That woul d appear to be what we’'re
sayi ng, but because this particular district is so conplex, Chris,
woul d you—the net result of this as | understand it is to permt as
many as 450 to 500 units on how many acres, Chris? Now he can go over
that with you—"*

Sal Mast ropol o: “Ckay. But how nany acres does a golf course
t ake?”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “One hundred and fifty, mninmm?”

Sal Mastropol o: “Ckay. So you’'re saying on a 700 acre parcel,

they’'re going to put over 500 houses on 500 acres?”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “No, no, |l ess—they would put 54 on the
golf course as they ve always been able to do, over 55 houses, and
then they woul d have the opportunity so |l ong as they put aside,
think it’s 280 acres of open space to have as nmany as 454 on the
bal ance of the acreage.”

Sal Mastropol o: “How did you get that? |If you put aside 280
acres, you said one house for every acre that you put aside as open
space.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Unl ess Chris can explain it but the
effect is not one home per acre. No, it's less. |It’s 464 hones on
750 acres. Chris, you want to cone up and indicate how the statute
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reads? W' re changi ng one paragraph of a |l engthy statute, that’s why
it’s difficult to nake it clear. Go ahead.”

Chris Kent: “Ckay. Maybe | should start with alittle
background. The concept of the change is this is the western portion
of the property. The area that’s renmining Planned Recreational Park
which is approximately 755 acres on the western portion of the
property, the property that’s bordering on the pine barrens core which
has been recogni zed as the nore environnentally sensitive portion of
the property, is not the industrial property. This is only the
remai ni ng recreational property.

The concept is this. W’'re trying to encourage conservation of
open space and in order to encourage conservation of open space, we
woul d allow a residential unit to be constructed as accessory to golf,
one unit for every one acre dedicated to open space.

And the way it would work on this end of the property is this.
In that it’s 755 acres, that—the zoning of that property requires you
to designate certain sub districts. |I’mnot trying to be too
technical. Zoning allows six sub districts in that area. So if you
wanted to take advantage of this zoni ng anendnent, you have to be
designating certain acreage to golf course use. The mninmum acreage
required for a golf course is 140 acres.

So in that area, if you designated 140 acres to golf course, you
woul d have renmai ning approxi nately 600 acres. You coul d designate
probably as much as 450 acres for open space but you are still going
to need sone areas to devel op your housing. So if you set aside 450
acres in open space, you could build 450 units plus the 54 units you
woul d be allowed to build for the golf course, as accessory to the
gol f course, so you could get a maxi num of approximtely 504 units.

The reason | think the zoning works is because what we’'re trying
to create on that side of the property is a conservation devel opnment
concept so that in conjunction with the pine barrens core which is
approxi mately 300 acres and the town park which is going to as nmuch as
93 to 125 acres, we could be left with a nice open space area of
approximately 400 acres. W would have then just one golf course and
residential accessory housing to the golf course.

The proposed zoni ng anendnent al so requires that all of this
housi ng be restricted to people over the age of 55 so that woul d
create a situati on—we have many of those conmmunities already in the
town, Saddl e Lakes, Sunken Ponds, Riverhead Landing, Silver Village.
Those conmunities—the idea is that they won't create any chil dren
attendi ng our school district so there won’'t be any major tax inpact
to provide educational services for these children.

The inmpact it may have is the need for senior services such as
anmbul ance services, rec centers and the like. And what we built into
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the negotiation in dealing with the one party who's interested in
utilizing this zoning, they would be required for the further cost of
constructing an anbul ance barn, they would be paying the cost of
constructing a recreational center.

So | think the concept of the zoning works. It will create a
situation where we have a nice conservation developnent. It will have
300 acres devel oped and we’' || have over 400 acres preserved in

conjunction with the 300 acres in the pine barrens core, and of the
100 in the park, you would have over 700 acres dedi cated parkland or
conservation and about 300 acres of golf. That’s the thinking behind
t he zoning amendnment. And if anybody has any question (inaudible).”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Thank you. Sal, | didn't want to
interrupt you but go ahead.”

Sal Mastropol o: “Ckay. So it sounds like you're going to
cluster themand they’ re going to probably be on one-third acre.
kay. Wiich | guess is all right. | guess the only concern | would

have is | hope the town board takes this into consideration when they

set the price on the 755 acres. Because now you’'re tal king about 500

houses, okay, and that land is worth a fortune if somebody is going to
put 500 houses on that property. Don't give it away.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Yes, sir, and then, Larry, you want to
follow this gentleman.”

Robert Hal | : “Robert Hall from Calverton. Just to inject a
note of levity. | don't believe that no children can be generated out

of an over 55 conmunity. (Inaudible) and Goria Vanderbilt. This
gets very technical, all of these acreage and nunbers.

All 1 think that | understand is that you' re going to all ow
al nrost 500 houses on the sane acreage that the previous zoning all owed
108 houses. | think that’s what it says.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Two hundred sixteen. |[|If you consider
755 acres and you coul d probably put four golf courses—*

Robert Hall: “But the total nunber of houses, M. Cardinale.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Fifty-four per golf course.”

Robert Hal | : “The total nunber of houses are 464 as conpared to
108 before—*

(Unidentified) “No, as conpared to 216.”

Robert Hal | : “Well it’s still a lot nore. M. Kent just
commented on the builder will build a rec center. Big deal. He would
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for that many houses. (lnaudible) He's going to build an anbul ance
center. Wio’'s going to pay for the anbul ance? Taxpayers? Wuo’'s
going to be the people that volunteer for these anbul ances? In a 55
and ol der community, nobody’'s going to volunteer for that.

So anyway | didn’t want to say too much about that. | just want
to say that if this goes forward, | hope—and the person that—the
organi zation that appears is going to do the building is (inaudible)
Hones. | hope that the town board review the problens that the
Sout hanpt on town board had with this same organi zation

If I may just recap this, fromny experience and | researched the
Sout hanpt on Press. W©Many people may renenber the old Long Island
dragway over in Westhanpton. It had 66 acres and it was zoned—in the
pi ne barrens, was zoned one hone for five acres. It was a nuisance, a
maj or nui sance over there, so they did a PD or PPD, whatever they cal
it. They changed it, (inaudible) the senior housing, wanted to build
189 houses, senior housing units going from250 to 350. Ckay?
Everybody screaned about this because wi thout the zone change, only 12
houses could be built on that area. So he agreed to sell 19 of the
condos for |ess than $180,00 per unit rather than the market price of
$350, 000. xay.

Soneti me between 2002 and 2005 the property changed hands and now
(1t naudi ble) owns it. He advertises affordable units at prices of
$350, 000. Now the town board has a |ot of egg on their face. What
are they going to do? People are yelling at them So (inaudible)
tried to negotiate out of this by saying okay, town board, we' Il give
you several mllions of dollars, the value of those 19 hones at
$180, 000 and you put that affordable housi ng—renenber, this is not
af f ordabl e housing for low incomes. This is mddle incone housing.
You find the | and—soneplace to build this; soneplace else to build
it. There’'s no place else to build it. He wants out of it.

So, okay, it sounds very good, but if he sells these units at a
mar ket price, he gives the town sone mllions of dollars, he sells
them at market price which by ‘05 is up to $500, 000 each, he’'s got
many mllion dollars over what he paid the town.

They finally reached an agreenent and in February of ‘06, the 19
houses are going to be sold at between $142, 000 and $145, 000. The
ot her housing units are now at $600,000. So |I don't trust this
(i naudible). He keeps like this to try to wiggle out of it and
there’s many, many pages in the Southanpton Press how t he Sout hanpton
board had to wiggle to get this thing done the way it was
contractual ly agreed upon. Thank you.”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “Larry, cone on up. | want to nmake a
point here that will help the hearing nove along, too. The zone
change here for that particular 755 acres, | think-- | know |l and I

t hi nk nost nenbers of the board would not-- | don’t think this should
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be considered in the context of the (inaudible) contract. If it’s a
good idea, it’s a good idea. Period. Because the (inaudible) dea
may or may not nove forward. W do not know what’s happeni ng or what
wi || happen with that deal.

The concept as outlined by Chris Kent was sinply a 755 acre on
the recreational side of the property, about half of the recreationa
zone, to be devel oped adjacent to the pine barrens core which would
result in basically 1,055 acre, with the 100 acre park, 1,155 acre
area, would it be sensible to have that as a conservation subdi vi sion
area, where we have as nmany as 464 hones, ultimately a hote
conference center, and the bal ance open space which would be 700
acres.

It may or may not. But | do not want to consider this in the
context of the (inaudible) deal because the (inaudible) deal could
evaporate as quickly as the WI pon deal .

It’s good for the town to do this or it isn't. The hearing is
changi ng | anguage in the zoning, it’s not about (inaudible).

Go head, Larry.”

Larry Oxman: “Larry Oxman and | amgoing to tal k about the
(1 naudi ble).”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “I was afrai d—but renenber—*

Larry Oxman: “I't has to do with the context of the zoning.

(I'naudi bl e) has nade an offer to the town to purchase the property.
Does that offer—the way they would like to purchase it is what they
would like to build. Does the current zoning conformto their

pr oposal ?”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “The current zoning would only
accomodat e 140 divided by 755. You put five golf courses—you could
put 216 or if you really tried, you could put 270—140 acres for 54
homes is what the zoning (inaudible).”

Larry Oxman: “So the answer is no.”
Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “That’ s correct.”
Larry Oxman: “Ckay. Wth the change of zoning, with

(i naudi bl e) sane offer be allowed to be built? O not allowed—
conformto the change in zoni ng?”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “This offer would be nore consistent with
t heir proposal.”
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Larry Oxman: “So in other words, the way that they’ ve nmade
their offer, right nowit doesn't conformto zoning. The change
that’ s being proposed would nake it conformto zoning.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “But in that same context if it’s a bad
zoni ng change, nobody on this board should nmake it. You have to | ook
at the zoning change, not the deal. The deal could be gone tonorrow.

That was ny point.”

Larry Oxman: “All right. They could absolutely pull off Long
| sl and (i naudible).”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “And the market for housing is not as
strong as it was—"

Larry Oxman: “That’s right. But the point being that the
change happens to be consistent with their offer. Just coincidental.

Anyhow, since when did Calverton be | ooked at through
preservation of open space? That was not the issue. The issue was
this towmm was given—I don’t live in this town but | pay ny taxes
t hrough a conmerci al property than nost peopl e probabl y—20 peopl e put
together. | |ive in Southanpton

Ri ver head was given the gift of the Calverton property to provide
jobs, to provide econonic-- enploynment, stability. Open space—you’ ve
got your open space. Wen the deal was cut, you had the airport, you
have the core area, the areas around. Since when has all of a sudden
this becone an open space issue.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Correct. Since | got here in 1998, |
| ooked at the report that was done before that in ‘96, prelimnary to
getting the property, the three objectives of that was to establish a
firmtax base (inaudible) with the G umuan piece. Establish a tax
base, create jobs, and protect the environnent.

So the protection of the environnent was the core of one of the
three things that we’' re supposed to be doing out there. On the west
side of the property—I’msorry, on the east side of the property,
there was going to be as you all know, a 1500 acre park to generate
j obs and to generate tax base.

On the west side of the property, there was either going to be
recreational devel opnent with a stadium and sports parks, or there was
going to be this proposal.

So one of the objectives in addition was to protect the
envi ronment while creating jobs and establishing the tax base. That
was (inaudible) in the report.”
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Larry Oxman: “To protect the environnent | believe (inaudible)
the density was purposely set for a very |ow density, sonewhere around
15% coverage | shoul d say.

There were al so provisions that in each particular zone where
there was a golf district or other districts, they had to set aside
open space, SO you seemto be varying or proposing to varying from
what already took into consideration trenendous anounts of protections
of the environnent.

Last but not least, | grew up in Nassau County. [|’m a newconer
to the east end. 1’ve only lived out here on a year round basis for
25 years. | think that towns |like the town of Henpstead woul d give

their front teeth and nore if they could have a 500 acre piece of
property that they never—that in their wi sdom they put aside and
they didn't devel op or they devel oped part of it (inaudible).

The other thing is that ’'mnot famliar with any type of a
housi ng project with the exception of Robert Mses when he created
sonme of the roads that was town down at a |later date. However, you
have reuse of commercial property all the time. | grew up not too far
from Roosevelt Raceway. It was a good use for nany, many years, a
recreation use. Today it’s sonething el se.

Chances are in 25 years or 50 years it wll probably be sonething
el se because comercial properties or should | say non-residentia
properties get reused as things change. It doesn’t happen with
resi dential neighborhoods. Historic districts are created; other
things are created. It doesn’t change froma residential use. If you
give it up for residential use, it’s forever gone. And it would be a
shane.

So this board is entrusted with a tremendous deci sion and where
you want to go will dictate not only for the town of Riverhead but the
entire east end. | hope you take a very serious |ook at this before
you (inaudible). Houses can be built anywhere in Riverhead, not
anywhere, but they can go into farm and preservation areas if they so
choose. You can’t put it in an industrial park or a recreational use
in the mddle of our farmbelt but you can built houses and you can
build a golf course.

there, but 400 units whether it’s 55 or older, it just—for sone
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reason, ny initial inpact onit, is it doesn't seemto nmake sense.
Maybe—exam ni ng the zoning maybe it will nmake sense and you know by
tal king about it and just open discussion maybe | coul d be convi nced.

The other thing that | would like to ask just in the zoning 55
and over, is there a delineation between occupants or purchasers and
are we goi ng—peopl e who purchase. Are we |ooking at grandparents who
m ght inherit their grandchildren, that would affect the school
district. Can they have their grandchildren living with themif there
is a catastrophe. So we can’t say—I| nmean | don’t know if that’s been
actually | ooked at. Wuld there be restrictions on occupants of the
house or just purchasers?”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “There are occupant restrictions in al
the active 55 communities. Frankly, the active 55's don’t want to
have the kids.”

Bill Bel nonte: “I know people don’t want to have them—*

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “But the fact is there are covenants.”
Bill Bel nonte: “Yeah, okay.”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “Because otherwise it would break down.”

Bill Bel nonte: “Right. Sure. You d break down fairly easily.
And | know that the board and the town want sonething to happen to
that property and that the pressure on devel opi ng hones for people and
open space is real and the desire to do sonething with the Cal verton
property is certainly real but | would seriously exam ne whet her 500
addi ti onal homes border lining that conmmunity with our infrastructure
is a good idea.”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “I would pose this question which this
community has got to address. |I'’mnot married to residential but the
traffic inpact of this community as conpared to stadi uns, sports track
and racetrack, is one of the things | find attractive about the
possibility. So, in addition, if | just sell it for open space, you
get a fewmllion bucks. |If you want to get a return fromthe
property you are either going to do what you' ve got up there now which
will be (inaudible), and if you' re going to do that, you better get
yourself a (inaudible) to the expressway, or you' re going to have a
use that does not have those kinds of traffic (inaudible).

But one of the things, the conservation code word that Chris was
tal king about is as nmuch traffic as it is conservation. |If you can
help nme out. That’s why | |like the public hearing. Could sonebody
tell me sone good ideas. Cone on up, Hal.”

Hal Lindstrom “Yes, | think the zone change is sonething
that’s needed and I think we’re tal ki ng about the (inaudible) deal.
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It’s 464 hones, conference center, a golf course. | think it’s a wn-
win situation. W have like | say 91 mllion dollars going to the
town coffers. We have the tax revenue fromthose seniors who don’t
have kids going to the schools. Sone of the seniors pay nore than
sone of the (inaudible), people that own houses in this town, so we’'re
going to get that revenue plus the 91 nillion dollars and | feel there
is very little environnmental inpact by having that there.

The second thing is that this conmunity is going to be so far
fromthe industrial area that it is not going to affect conpanies
com ng in here.

The other issue is that, you know, we do have this landfill issue
which is eventually going to cost the taxpayers noney. W don't know
how much right now but it’s going to inpact our taxes in the future.
Wth this 91 mllion dollars we may be able to offset the cost of this
andfill issue. It’s comng up. So | think it’s a wn-win situation
Thank you.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Thank you. Sid. Ms. Gattan said
she’s going to flip the CD, I think. GCkay, Sid.”

Sid Bail: “All right. Thank you. Sid Bail, President of the
Wadi ng River Cvic Association. The Wading River Cvic does not have
a formal position for houses at EPCAL. However, we have a
| ongst andi ng position of supporting the conprehensive reuse plan. W
support the plan’s goals.

The supervisor just outlined a nonment ago, job creation,
generation of tax revenue, stabilization of |ocal taxes (inaudible),
and preservation of the quality of life (inaudible).

The reuse plan, besides being a blueprint for the future
devel opnent, was designed with the flexibility to accommbdate changes
in the marketplace over tinme. W’ve had sonme changes where we’ ve
created sonme nore industrial (inaudible).

It wasn’t but then again
we have this golf sub district where we have three units per hole,
etc. (lnaudible). Some question the conpatibility of housing and
ot her uses (i naudible).
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| think this is a legitimte question. | think it was years ago
(i naudi ble) that if you all ow housing, then people would formcivic
associations. And, God forbid. But it is a valid concern. You know,
(tnaudible). | think if we even don't go along with this proposa
(it naudible), it seens that people have to understand where they're
living, who their neighbors are at EPCAL. So people shouldn’t wake up
upset in the norning when they see people junping out of a plane,
parachute (inaudible) at EPCAL. It would be an industrial use.

Maybe we have to have an eyes w de open (i naudible).

Sonme have characterized this as a quick fix and | do agree with
Sal that if this is the way to go, it should command a very, very
handsone price and al though the Supervisor (inaudible), it’s really
important if the town goes in this direction, it’s really inportant to
go with soneone who has an econom c chops to nmake this thing happen as
opposed to sone of the things that happened in the past.

Job creation, yeah, | think jobs there could be job creation with
sonmething |like that, particularly the building trade (inaudible).

Tax stabilization (inaudible). This mght be sonme reason to
consi der this.

And anot her last point I want to make, there may be | ess inpact
on the quality of life of people outside of the fence. |’'mtalking
about Cal verton, WAding R ver and even some people to the west in
pl aces |i ke Ridge and the Supervisor nentioned you re going to do sone
of the other uses in this recreation park area, you better have
access—new access to the expressway. And | think it’s going to be
difficult, I really think it’s going to be difficult.

And so hopefully the town board will consider all of the
ram fications of the proposed change and reject the notion of reducing
(1 naudi bl e) .

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Thank you. Yes. Cone on up, Bill if
you have a comment and, sir, please conme up.”

Bill Bel nonte: “In the line wth Sid and maybe in the line wth
your comment, if we’re considering changi ng zoning and we're going to
accommodat e (i naudi ble), are we exam ni ng—okay we change the zoning,
we can attract a different class of buyer. But what if we change the
zoning and the deal doesn’t happen? The zoning nowis in place. Are
we going to change it back to the other.

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “Office park, yeah. That’'s part of the
600. Yes, take the next comment, please. Yes, sir.”

St anl ey Krupski : “Stanl ey Krupski from Cal verton, Route 25,
Calverton. Could | get a direct answer (inaudible).”

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “Yes. 464 houses—there would be
appr oxi mat el y—464 houses on 700 acres— 705 acres.”

St anl ey Krupski : “That’s excluding the golf course?”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “That’s including the golf course.”

St anl ey Krupski : “You’' re sayi nhg open space, an acre open space
each house (inaudible).”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “No. W’'d get their taxes.”
St anl ey Krupski : (1 naudi bl e)
Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “You will get—you would tax the parce

upon which the house is built. And | don't think we’d | ose any taxes.

Noise is a
serious concern and should be prevented to the greatest extent
possi ble with any proposal. Cbviously age restricted housi ng does not

generate noise and it’s not an issue; it’s not a problem

What about quality of life and property values for those residing
in close proximty to the area? | believe anything that will create
noi se, traffic, increased taxes, overpopul ate our schools and or
degrade our quality will |ower property val ues (inaudible).

| cannot see how this zone change wll |ower property val ues of
peopl e surroundi ng the area.

But | guess the bottomline is there is nore to this issue than
have tinme for tonight and I’msure you want to hear. |In closing,
maybe the real question is for those who don’t want any housing at
EPCAL. What do they want to do there that no one could live there?
What do you want to do there that 100 people can live there? That
runway is 10,000 feet long. It’s two mles. That facility
(inaudible) is two mles fromthe light industrial park. People could
work there, but they couldn’t live there?

Isn't it widely known that there are already people living right
across the street north of EPCAL of f Kay Road and WAdi ng River Road in
Ti mber Park in hones that are worth hundreds of thousands of dollars?

A gentleman in the back said that nothing good conmes out of 55
and over housing. You hear negatives about it. And | don’t know t hat
any negatives have been said about any 55 over houses in the town of
Ri ver head. Condom ni uns pay 40% of the residential housing taxes.
They do not use all the services.
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He mentioned Foxwood and | live in Foxwood. W pay over
$1, 000,000 in taxes a year conbined with all the residents in there.
We don’t have one child going to our school district. The anbul ance
may conme in there three or four tinmes a nonth. The police departnent,
they’re in there with the anmbul ance. So we don’t have rmuch crine in
our community. So | don’t know how nuch of a tax base we’'re using
conpared to what we’'re putting into the community. For every
residential house that’s built that’'s not 55 and over, there’'s 2.5
children that enter the school district. So if you take 2.5 children
with the average tax of $10,000 per house and the average cost of a
child going to school over $9, 000, your school district is already in
the red as far as residential houses are concerned.

W’ re buying open space out here. Everybody wants open space.
Open space takes tax dollars away fromthe nunicipality, the fire
departnent, and everybody. You have to bal ance where this can bring
nore tax dollars into the towmn of Riverhead. If you put 454 houses in
EPCAL at an average tax of $8,000, you' re going to bring in $3, 600, 000
in new taxes that we are spending for open space, not counting the
taxes you' re going to get on the convention center and the golf course
tax. That’'s just on residential honmes in there that are 55 and over.

So you have to | ook—and when | ran for office, | didn’t want
housi ng at EPCAL. But when I'’min office, you have to | ook at where’s
the economics in this. Are we going to raise ny taxes up nore to pay
for industry that we’'re going to have to wait 15-20 years to bring in
to Cal verton?

W want open space but the fire
departnments are yelling at us that every tine we buy open space we're
taki ng noney away fromthe fire district. W have to give the fire
di strict back sone noney that we’'re taking away and so this is a
bal ance.

So before anyone junps on we don’t want no housing, 55 and over
are no good for our community, |ook at the tax base. W have to bring
in taxes.

| ook at the full picture for the town of R verhead and see where we
can help the town of Riverhead.
