Ed ONeill and his wife Janet and two sons live here in town and

got famous recently in Connecticut but not in their own hone town and
that was brought to ny attention.

Ed is the—you probably heard this on Channel 12 News but didn't
connect actually a Riverhead resident who perfornmed the feat. But I
can qui ckly give you sunmary of what occurred by | ooking at the US
Coast Guard Honel and Security Departnent’s conmendation to Capt.
Edward O Neill and the rest of his crew of the G and Republic which is
the Bridgeport-Port Jeff ferry on their rescue of three persons in the
wat er on Tuesday, COctober 24, 2006.
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Wth water tenperatures in the mddle 50's, (inaudible)
approaching Capt. O Neill and his crew responded quickly to a distress

call froma capsized vessel. Arriving on the scene and expertly
maneuvering the Grand Republic to block the wind and waves, Capt.
O Neill had the rescue boats lowered to retrieve three persons.

Wth hypotherm a setting in, the crewinitiated enmergency nedica
treatnment until the Bridgeport police departnment marine unit arrived.
The persons were transported to shore where they were taken to the
hospital and treated and all released in good condition.

The three persons are alive today according to Rear Admral US
Coast Guard PF Sullivan as a direct result of the rapid response and
prof essi onal i sm di spl ayed by Capt. O Neill and his crew.

They are a credit to your conpany, their profession, the maritine
comunity and are to be comended for their actions.

Havi ng seen that, | thought we really should cormmend as their
home town town board, particular since Chris Shays (phonetic) who is
the Congressman fromthe district indicated his take on it as foll ows:

Supervi sor Cardi nal e: “No, we cannot but there is an issue
whi ch woul d really solve our problens and that is this county of
Suffol k for strange reasons that are historical in nature does not
share the county portion of the sales tax, you know the state and
county split the sales tax. Every ot her county, including Nassau
County, there is sharing with the towms. (Inaudible) the burdens of
the commercial entities, the traffic and the Iike, they share in the
sales tax. W do not.

The supervisor’s associ ation of Suffolk County has identified
that as a key issue for discussion with the county exec.”

Super vi sor Cardi nal e: “On top of —yeah, but they don’'t have a
county. New York City is a county as well. Manhattan is a county.

Sal Mastropol o: “I mean it’s sonmething to | ook into
particularly since the town of Riverhead pays for all of the expense
for police and everything for Tanger Mall.”
