Denni s Kel | eher: “Good afternoon. M nane is Dennis Kelleher
fromthe engineering firmof H2ZM W are the consulting engi neers for
the Riverhead Water District.
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Today we’re here to tal k about the—providing public water to the
proposed North Wnd Hone subdivision which is | ocated off of Hul se
Landi ng Road. The property is already | ocated within the existing
boundari es of the Riverhead Water District in the WIdwod area.

The devel oper has requested that the Water District provide
public water and fire protection to the devel opnent.

As | already stated, the property is |located on the northeast
corner of Hul se Landi ng Road and Sound Avenue. The subdi vi sion
proposed 24 new single famly honmes in addition to lot 25 which wll
be held for—as an agricultural lot and lot 26 which will remain with
t he exi sting hone and the greenhouses that are already there.

The subdi vi si on does have the right to build a 25'™" new home on
that | ot #26 which we’ll talk about in a second.

To be able to provide public water to the site, we propose that
approximately 4,700 linear feet of water main will need to be
i nstal |l ed.

On the exhibit show, we’ve highlighted in blue the existing water
main. There is an existing water main on Sound Avenue, on G egory
Way, and just north of the property on Hul se Landi ng Road.

The 4,700 feet of six inch and eight inch has been highlighted in
it looks |ike orange, | have a little trouble seeing at this angle.
Were we are connecting to the existing water main on G egory Way and
runni ng through the subdivision and running along the west side of the
property on Hul se Landi ng Road, tying the existing water main together
on Sound Avenue to the south up to the existing water main on Hul se
Landing Road to the north. So we will not have any dead end and this
wi Il be a continuous | oop.

W estimate the water use for the proposed subdivision to be,
excuse nme, 12,000 gallons per day on an average day and 39,000 gal |l ons
per day on a peak summer day.

The district does not have excess capacity at this tine.
However, the district is in the planning process of providing for
additional storage for the R verhead Water District.

As a matter of fact, Superintendent Pendzick and nyself wll be
com ng back to the board probably in the next several weeks to talk
about new well sites and proceeding with this additional capacity to
service this proposed subdivision as well|l as other subdivisions
t hr oughout the town.

The total cost of providing water to this subdivision has been
estimated at $350, 000 i ncludi ng construction costs, engineering,
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i nspection and adm ni stration and contingencies. This entire cost
will be paid for by the devel oper.

In addition, the developer will be required to pay key noney fees
in the amount of $2,500 per single famly hone. For the total
project, that would be $62,500 for the 24 hones that are being
proposed plus a 25'" hone possibly in the future on | ot #26.

This key noney will be used to pay for additional capacity plus
m scel | aneous i nprovenents for the R verhead Water District.

The site has already had prior site plan approval, Kroemer Avenue
Hol dings. In fact, the site plan approval was extended, the buildings
have bee built, the site has been inproved.

Now as | understand it, the planning director has determ ned that
site plan approval may be necessary because of a parking issue. |
don’t think that’'s the case if you | ook at the space that Carpet One
w || be occupying or occupies for lack of —for, you know, what’s being
done there.

Anyway, it’s 11,200 square feet is what they are presently
| easing. The site plan approval that was provided to the owner was
based upon one stall for every 400 square feet of space. |If you do
the math, that neans our space, 11,200 square feet, would have
required 28 stalls.

We are not looking to utilize all of that space for whol esal e.
Seven t housand woul d be used for warehouse. Under your parking
schedul e, that nmeans seven stalls would be required for the warehouse
use. The bal ance, which is 4,000 feet approximtely, would require
parking at one for every 300 square feet which would require about
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another 14 stalls for a total of 21. So we actually, based upon our
space, would require | ess parking.

| have a solution that would not allow it to be tabled today and
that would be sinply to just put in that paragraph after site plan
approval, a conma, if applicable coma pursuant to article 26.

So if it’s determned that we still need to do it, we wll make
the application. | just think that if it’s there the way it is today
and | convince M. Hanley we don’t need site plan approval, sonebody

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Ri chard Hanl ey: “When | | ooked at this for the planning board
for the special permit, we're looking at a site that’s al ready been
approved.”

Ri chard Hanl ey: “There were—according to ny cal cul ations, 126
stalls that were approved on the site and constructed. That parking
area was constructed at a rate of one stall per 400 square feet of
fl oor area for the proposed use which was warehouse. This application
was for a particular area of whol esal e busi ness which has a nore
i ntensi ve parking schedule.”
