part II - Scope of Work

Introduction

The Suffolk Theatre, East Main Street, Riverhead, Suffolk
County, New York (SCTM# 0600-129-1-7) is a 9,000 square foot,
800 - 1,000 seat movie theater which has been vacant since 1987.
Reportedly built and opened in 1934, the theatre was for years a
centerpiece of the downtown business district. The Town, on
January 7, 1994, acquired the deteriorated building in an attempt
to preserve and restore the theatre as a cultural arts center
integral to the revitalization of downtown.

The concept of the project includes the complete
restoration/renovation of the building, incorporating the two
retail spaces to the east and west of the main entrance which are
contained within the subject property.
