Upon delivery of all documents provided
for under the terms of this Agreement, the sum of One Million ($ 1,000,000.00)
Dollars shall be released from escrow to the firm of Webster Szanyi, LLP, as
Attorneys, in full satisfaction of all claims by ECDC against Grimes and the Town,;
and McNulty Spiess, P.C. shall, at the same time, be authorized to release the sum
of Two Million Three Hundred Thousand ($ 2,300,000.00) Dollars to Grimes.

3. Simultaneously with the execution of this Settlement Agreement, the
parties shall execute General Releases releasing all claims that party may have
against the other parties to this Agreement. The executed General Releases will be
